HAMAS RELEASED HOSTAGES

Israel says three hostages, who had been held by Hamas in Gaza for
15 months, are back in Israeli territory. Footage released by the Israel
Defense Forces (IDF) shows that the three hostages were handed over by
the Red Cross, in Israel. The Israeli military has also shared pictures of the
released hostages with their mothers. Israeli military has said, the three
released hostages - Emily Damari, Doron Steinbrecher, and Romi Gonen
travelled to an Israeli hospital in a helicopter for treatment. The released
hostages, together with their mothers, just landed at a hospital, where
they will be reunited with the rest of their families and receive medical
treatment, it added. The treatment was a planned part of their release
from 15 months being held hostage in Gaza.

The hostages were released by Hamas to the Red Cross in Gaza City
hours after a ceasefire began, before being handed to the Israeli military.
Hamas says, for every hostage released, 30 Palestinian prisoners will be
released from Israeli jails. In a statement, Hamas said, the ceasefire states
that for every Israeli hostage released, 30 Palestinian prisoners will be
freed from Israeli jails - and that 90 should be then be freed today.<>
