As a response to the critical issue of gender imbalance and
the declining Child Sex Ratio in India, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi launched the Beti Bachao Beti Padhao scheme on 22nd
January 2015 in Panipat Haryana. The scheme has mobilized

government agencies, civil society, media, and the public to




address gender discrimination, fostering a cultural shift towards
valuing the girl child and ensuring her rights and opportunities.

Over the years, the scheme has achieved remarkable success. The
national Sex Ratio at Birth has improved to 930 in the /ast
financial year as compared to 918 in 2014-15. The gross
enrolment ratio of girls at the secondary level has also risen from
75.51 per cent to 78 per cent. Beti Bachao Beti Padhao has also
spearheaded a number of impactful initiatives including the

Yashaswini Bike Expedition which highlighted the power of
women’s empowerment. The Kanya Shiksha Pravesh Utsav re-

enrolled over one lakh girls, helping them reclaim their future.

Government has said that over four crore Sukanya Samriddhi
accounts have been opened across the country. The scheme was launched
on 22nd January 2015 as part of the Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao campaign.
This scheme allows parents to open a Sukanya Samriddhi account for girls
at any post office or designated commercial bank branch, starting with a
minimum initial deposit of 250 rupees. According to the Finance Ministry,
the scheme is currently offering interest rate of 8.2 per cent per annum.
This year 22nd January, marks the ten years of Sukanya Samriddhi Yojana
encouraging families to invest in the bright future of their daughters,
fostering a culture of inclusion and progress.

The guardian can open the account immediately after the
birth of the girl child till she attains the age of 10 years. Any girl
child who is a resident Indian from the time of opening the
account till the time of maturity or closure is eligible for the
scheme. Only one account is allowed per child. Parents can open a
maximum of two accounts for each of their girl children. However,
there is an exception allowed for more accounts in case of twins
or triplets. This scheme allows parents to open a Sukanya
Samriddhi account for girls at any post office or designated
commercial bank branch, starting with a minimum initial deposit
of 250 rupees and subsequent deposits can be made in multiples
of 50 rupees, provided that at least 250 rupees is deposited in a
financial year. The total annual deposit limit is capped at one lakh
50 thousand rupees, any excess amount will not earn interest and
will be returned. Deposits can be made for a period of up to




fifteen years from the account opening date.

EVE. IMD-WEATHER
India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast dense to very
dense fog conditions at isolated pockets of North and Eastern parts of the
country for the next three to four days. According to IMD, dense to very
dense fog conditions are very likely at isolated places in East Uttar Pradesh
tomorrow. Dense fog conditions are expected at a few places over Bihar,
West Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, West Bengal, Sikkim, Jharkhand, Odisha,
Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura during the
night and morning hours. The weather department also predicted
thunderstorms accompanied with lightning at isolated places over Himachal
Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Haryana-Chandigarh, West Uttar Pradesh tomorrow.
The IMD added that squally weather with wind speed of 35
kilometres per hour gusting to 55-65 kilometres per hour is likely to prevail
over Comorin area adjoining gulf of Mannar and over west central and
adjoining southwest Arabian sea along and off Somalia coast. Fishermen
are advised not to venture into these areas.

REV. TURKIYE-FIRE

At least 66 people were killed and 51 others injured in a fire at a hotel at a
ski resort in northwestern Turkiye this morning. Authorities evacuated
around 230 guests from the hotel. Turkish Interior Minister Ali Yerlikaya
said the blaze broke out in the restaurant of the 12-story Grand Kartal
Hotel in the mountain-top resort of Kartalkaya. According to media reports,
at least two of the people are reported to have died after jumping from the
building in panic. It was reported that other nearby hotels were evacuated
as a precaution, with guests relocated to other accommodations in the
area. Turkish Justice Minister Yilmaz Tunc has appointed six prosecutors to
lead an investigation into the fire, the exact cause of which remains
unclear.

In Cricket, India is set to face England in the first of the five match
T20I series at Eden Gardens in Kolkata this evening. The match will start at
7 pm IST. After the debacle in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy series loss in
Australia, India has shifted its focus on the white-ball format, including five
T20Is and three ODIs against England. The Suryakumar Yadav-led side will
be bolstered with the return of pace veteran Mohammed Shami ahead of
the all-important Champions Trophy, scheduled to start next month. Shami
last played for India in the ODI World Cup final against Australia in
November 2023. On the other hand, pacer Mark Wood will make his return
to the team for the first time since August last year. The series will
begin in Kolkata and then move to Chennai, Rajkot, Pune, and Mumbai for
the remaining matches. The final T20I will take place in Mumbai on
February 2. Following the T20I series, the teams will compete in a three-
match ODI series starting February 6, which will give fans a peek into
India’s preparation for the ICC Champions Trophy 2025.
