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DAY PM - RAILWAY PROJECTS

Charlapalli New Terminal Station in
the Medchal-Malkajgiri District has been developed as a new coaching
terminal along with provision of second entry with a cost of around 413 crore
rupees. This environment friendly terminal, having good passenger
amenities, will ease congestion on the existing coaching terminals in the city
like Secunderabad, Hyderabad and Kacheguda. The Rayagada Railway
Division Building of East Coast Railway will improve connectivity in Odisha,
Andhra Pradesh and nearby areas and lead to overall socio-economic
development of the region.

Speaking on the occasion, the Prime Minister said the launch of rail
infrastructure projects in Jammu-Kashmir, Telangana and Odisha will
promote tourism and add to socio-economic development in these regions.

Mr. Modi said today
India is close to 100 percent electrification of railway lines.

Addressing the Foundation Day of the Department of
Scientific and Industrial Research in New Delhi, he said that this innovation
aims to make India self-reliant in paracetamol manufacturing and reducing

dependence on imported ingredients to make this drug.

Dr Singh also highlighted that there has been a series of indigenous
developments like India’s 1st Indigenously developed
Antibiotic-Nafithromycin to treat both atypical and typical drug-resistant

bacteria.

PM - AYURVEDA RESEARCH INSTITUTE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi laid the foundation stone for the new
building for the Central Ayurveda Research Institute at Rohini, New Delhi
yesterday virtually. The new state-of-the-art building will be constructed at
the cost of around 185 crore rupees. The 2.92 acre facility will combine
tradition and innovation, offering new opportunities for holistic healing,
specialized clinics, and skill development. In his address, Mr Modi emphasised
the government’s focus on making healthcare accessible to the poorest of the
poor. Prime Minister said that the government is also promoting traditional
Indian medicine systems like AYUSH and Ayurveda. He said that over the
past decade, the AYUSH system has expanded to more than 100 countries.
Mr Modi highlighted that the first World Health Organization (WHO)
institution related to traditional medicine is being established in India. He
added that a few weeks ago, he inaugurated the second phase of the All India



Institute of Ayurveda. Prime Minister said India has potential to become the
world's health and wellness capital. Mr Modi said that the day is not far when,
the world will adopt "Heal in India" as a mantra like "Make in India."

Speaking at the event, Prataprao Jadhav, Union Minister of State
(Independent charge), Ministry of Ayush, expressed his gratitude to the
Prime Minister for his leadership. He said this facility will drive forward
research and quality healthcare, making a lasting impact on millions of lives
across the country.

IMD-WEATHER

Cold wave conditions continue to sweep North India. India
Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that minimum temperatures in
Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit, Baltistan, and Muzaffarabad are likely to
witness a gradual fall of 4-5 degrees Celsius in the coming 4-5 days. IMD has
forecast heavy rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms and lightning in
isolated parts of Himachal Pradesh today. Dense fog conditions are likely to
prevail in Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan,
West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Jharkhand, and the northeastern regions during
the night and morning hours for the next 2 days. IMD said there will be no
significant change in minimum temperatures across northwest, central, and
western India during the next 3-4 days.

KERALA-MLA ARREST

In Kerala, Independent MLA PV Anvar was arrested last night following
his alleged involvement in an attack on a Divisional Forest Office at Nilambur
yesterday. The Police had slapped a case against the MLA and 11 others
belonging to Democratic Movement of Kerala after they vandalised the DFO
Office during a protest march, after a tribal youth was killed in an elephant
attack. He was remanded to judicial custody for 14 days and has been lodged
in Thavanoor jail. PV Anvar, who represents the Nilambur constituency in the
state assembly, recently broke away from the ruling LDF.

KERALA - BUS ACCIDENT

In Kerala, four persons incuding two women were killed when a State
Road Transport Corporation bus lost control and plunged into a gorge at
Pullupara in Idukki district this morning.



Several persons injured in the mishap have been admitted to a
hospital at Mundakkayam. The bus was carrying a group of tourists from
Mavelikkara, who were returning from a trip to Thanjavur in Tamil Nadu.

Brake failure is believed to have caused the accident.
PAKISTAN- BALOCH ATTACK

In Pakistan, atleast 47 security personnel were killed and more than 30
others injured in the Baloch Liberation Army's (BLA) Fidayee unit's suicide
attack on a Pakistani army convoy near Turbat in southern Balochistan on
Saturday. The target included a convoy of 13 vehicles, including five buses
and seven military vehicles, heading from Karachi to the Frontier Corps (FC)
headquarters in Turbat. The BLA claimed that one bus was completely
destroyed, others were partially disabled and one military vehicle was
demolished in the blast.

The BLA has accused Pakistani forces of torturing innocent Baloch
people, opening fire, and forcibly disappearing many individuals. Meanwhile,
the authorities initially said that there were 11 fatalities in the Turbat suicide
attack on the FC convoy. However, the authorities have not released any new
updates since the statement issued by BLA.

EUROPE- SNOW

In Europe, Heavy snowfall has affected air travel in the United Kingdom
and Germany. A number of airports in the UK closed their runways yesterday
due to heavy snow and ice. Many areas of UK were under snow and ice
warnings, including most of Northern Island, the majority of Scotland and a
large part of central and northern England. A yellow rain warning has been
issued for almost all of Wales.

Several airports including the Manchester Airport, Liverpool's John
Lennon Airport, and Birmingham Airport were temporarily shut down
yesterday following the adverse weather conditions. Meanwhile, the
Frankfurt Airport in Germany cancelled 120 of its 1,090 planned takeoffs and
landings yesterday due to clearance work on runways and reduced visibility.
Restrictions were imposed on flight operations at Munich Airport, where only
one runway was open. Germany's weather service has issued black ice
warnings for people, advising them to stay home where possible.
