The Ministry has invited comments on
the draft rules from the public and stakeholders till 18th of February, 2025
through MyGov platform, in line with the Government’s commitment to
adopt an inclusive approach to law-making.Consent mechanisms, grievance
redressal and the functioning of the Data Protection Board are all
envisaged as “born digital”, to ensure Ease of Living and Ease of Doing
Business. From processing complaints to interacting with Data Fiduciaries,
workflows are optimised to ensure speed and transparency. This reflects
India’s forward-looking approach to governance and builds trust between
citizens and Data Fiduciaries.

Indian Railways will operate 13,000 trains during Maha Kumbh Mela
2025 to cater the massive influx of pilgrims. These include 10,000 regular
trains and 3,000 special trains. These trains will be run over 50 days,
including 2-3 additional days before and after the event. Maha Kumbh Mela
in Prayagraj is expected to draw a massive crowd of around 40 crore
people, posing a significant challenge for crowd management. Chief Public
Relations Officer (CPRO) of North Central Railway, Shashikant Tripathi said
that Railways has devised a plan to ensure a smooth and safe experience
for the pilgrims. He said, the movement of people will be kept uni-
directional to prevent chaos and congestion. Passengers will be directed to
the 'Yatri-Kendra' before proceeding to their respective platforms, reducing
confusion and congestion. The government and railway authorities are
working together to ensure seamless communication, transportation, and
amenities for the millions of devotees and visitors. The Maha Kumbh Mela
is scheduled to take place from January 13 to February 26, 2025, at the
confluence of the Ganges, Yamuna, and Sarasvati rivers in Prayagraj. The
event is expected to be a grand celebration, with various spiritual, cultural,
and tourist attractions.

GOVT - HMPV

Government is keeping a close watch through all available channels
over the spread of HMP virus, and WHO has been requested to share
timely updates regarding the rising cases of respiratory ilinesses in China in
the past few weeks. The Joint Monitoring Group of the Ministry of Health



and Family Welfare observed that these viruses are already in circulation
globally including India. A robust surveillance system for Influenza Like
Illness and Severe Acute Respiratory Illness for Influenza is already in
place in India through both ICMR and IDSP networks, and the data from
both indicates no unusual surge in such cases. ICMR network also tests for
other respiratory viruses such as Adenovirus, RSV, HMPV etc and these
pathogens also do not show any unusual increase in the tested samples. As
a precautionary measure, the number of laboratories testing for HMPV will
be enhanced by ICMR, and it will monitor trends of HMPV for the entire
year.

INDIA- BANGLADESH FISHERMEN

India and Bangladesh will exchange 185 fishermen and their vessels
detained in their respective countries today. Dhaka agreed to hand over 95
Indian fishermen to Indian authorities. In a reciprocal repatriation process,
India too agreed to release 90 Bangladeshi fishermen detained in India.
Two Bangladeshi fishing vessels detained in India, and six Indian fishing
boats detained in Bangladesh will also be exchanged. Earlier on Thursday,
Bangladesh Authorities released the 95 Indian fishermen, and handed them
to Bangladesh Coast Guards to carry out the repatriation process. These
fishermen were in Bangladesh jails for over two months.

In Test Cricket, Australia defeated India by six wickets in the fifth and



final Test match in Sydney, and clinched the Border-Gavaskar Trophy, 3-1.
Australia successfully chased down the target of 162 runs on Day 3 today.
Travis Head with 34 runs and the debutant, Beau Webster with 39 runs
remained unbeaten. While for India, Prasidh Krishna took 3 wickets. With
this victory, Australia have also qualified for the final of the ICC World Test
Championship 2023-2025. They will face South Africa in the final, which is
to be held in June this year.

The pitch in Sydney was a bowler's paradise throughout the match,
with challenging conditions that made batting extremely difficult. On the
morning of Day 3, India resumed their second innings at their overnight
score of 141 for 6. However, they could only add 16 more runs to their
total before being bowled out for 157 runs. Australia took 7.5 overs this
morning, to end India’s second innings in 39.5 overs, with Scott Boland
claiming 6 wickets. He bagged a match haul of ten wickets and was
adjudged the Player of the Match. Jasprit Bumrah was declared Player of
the Series.

Earlier in the first innings, India scored 185 runs and bowled out
Australia for 181 runs, registering a 4 runs first innings lead.
