WORLD BANK

The World Bank-appointed Neutral Expert has announced that it is
competent to decide on the differences between India and Pakistan over
two hydro-power projects in Jammu and Kashmir, under the Indus Water
Treaty. The Neutral Expert has rejected Pakistan's plea to facilitate the
establishment of a Court of Arbitration to consider its concerns about the
designs of the two hydro-electric power projects. India had asked for the
appointment of a Neutral Expert to consider concerns over the
Kishenganga and Ratle hydroelectric projects. In a statement, the Neutral
Expert said, after careful consideration and analysis, he found that he
should proceed to render a decision on the merits of the Points of
Difference.

Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) said it has been India's consistent
and principled position that the Neutral Expert alone has the competence
under Indus Water Treaty to decide these differences pertaining to the
Kishenganga and Ratle hydroelectric power plants in J&K. In a statement,
MEA said, the decision upholds and vindicates India's stand that all seven



questions that were referred to the Neutral Expert, in relation to the
Kishenganga and Ratle hydroelectric projects.

DAY TURKIYE-FIRE

At least 76 people died, and 51 others were injured in a fire at a
hotel at a ski resort in northwestern Turkiye yesterday. Authorities
evacuated around 230 guests from the hotel. Turkish Interior Minister Al
Yerlikaya said the blaze broke out around 3:30 a.m. in the restaurant of
the 12-storey Grand Kartal Hotel in the mountain-top resort of Kartalkaya.
It was reported that other nearby hotels were evacuated as a precaution,
with guests relocated to other accommodations in the area. Turkish Justice
Minister Yilmaz Tunc has appointed six prosecutors to lead an investigation
into the fire, the exact cause of which remains unclear. Nine people have
been detained as part of an investigation into the fire. The hotel owner was
among those detained for questioning in the probe.

In Cricket, India is set to face England in the first of the five match
T20I series at Eden Gardens in Kolkata this evening. The match will start at
7 pm IST. After the debacle in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy series loss in
Australia, India has shifted its focus on the white-ball format, including five
T20Is and three ODIs against England. The Suryakumar Yadav-led side will
be bolstered with the return of pace veteran Mohammed Shami ahead of
the all-important Champions Trophy, scheduled to start next month. Shami
last played for India in the ODI World Cup final against Australia in
November 2023. On the other hand, pacer Mark Wood will make his return
to the team for the first time since August last year. The series will begin in
Kolkata and then move to Chennai, Rajkot, Pune, and Mumbai for the
remaining matches. The final T20I will take place in Mumbai on February 2.
Following the T20I series, the teams will compete in a three-match ODI
series starting February 6, which will give fans a peek into India’s
preparation for the ICC Champions Trophy 2025.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast dense to very
dense fog conditions at isolated pockets of North and Eastern parts of the
country for the next three to four days. According to IMD, dense to very
dense fog conditions are very likely at isolated places in East Uttar Pradesh
tomorrow. Dense fog conditions are expected at a few places over Bihar,
West Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, West Bengal, Sikkim, Jharkhand, Odisha,
Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura during the
night and morning hours. The weather department also predicted
thunderstorms accompanied with lightning at isolated places over Himachal



Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Haryana-Chandigarh, West Uttar Pradesh tomorrow.
The IMD added that squally weather with wind speed of 35

kilometres per hour gusting to 55-65 kilometres per hour is likely to prevail

over Comorin area adjoining gulf of Mannar and over west central and

adjoining southwest Arabian sea along and off Somalia coast. Fishermen

are advised not to venture into these areas.
