Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw today said

that investors are showing interest in multiple sectors, including
technology, semiconductors, Al, electronics manufacturing, research, and
design. Mr. Vaishnaw said that Davos is at a very important juncture in the
global geopolitical and geo-economic scenario. Talking to the media at the
World Economic Forum in Davos, the Minister said that despite all the
disruption and issues the world is facing today, India has emerged as a
very trusted country that respects intellectual property rights. He said that
India has clearly demonstrated to the world that, under all circumstances,
it is a country that believes in peace, growth for everybody, and inclusive
development. He added that this is a special occasion for everyone, as
India's pavilion is fully integrated with all the state pavilions, and the entire
India team is present as one team at Davos. Replying to a question on the
free trade agreement with Switzerland, Mr. Vaishnaw said that India and
Switzerland have been important strategic partners for decades. He added
that both nations share many common values, such as the values of
democracy, mutual trust, and peace. The Minister noted that the free trade
agreement that both countries signed is, in a sense, a progression of those
sentiments and values.
On a question related to the impact on the Indian economy under the
Trump administration, Mr. Vaishnaw said that the India-US relationship has
maturely evolved over the last 10 years.

NITI-FISCAL HEALTH REPORT

NITI Aayog today launched the Fiscal Health Index (FHI) 2025 in
New Delhi. As per the FHI, Odisha tops the ranking in fiscal health among
18 major states with a cumulative score of 67.8, followed by Chhattisgarh
and Goa. The report said that the leading states display strong fiscal
health, excelling in revenue mobilization, expenditure management, and
debt sustainability. According to the report, improvements are seen in
states like Jharkhand, which has strengthened fiscal prudence and debt
sustainability, while Karnataka faces a decline due to weaker performance
in expenditure quality and debt management. It said that these interstate
disparities highlight the need for targeted reforms to address specific fiscal
challenges and ensure sustainable growth.
Launching the report, Chairman of the 16th Finance Commission, Dr.
Arvind Panagariya, underscored the need for the states to follow a stable
fiscal path for balanced regional development, long-term fiscal
sustainability, and prudent governance. He mentioned that the FHI offers a



comprehensive and systematic approach to measuring state-level fiscal
performance and provides valuable insights into broader fiscal trends,
allowing for a better understanding of fiscal health across the country. He
emphasized that the FHI report helps promote a more integrated approach
to fiscal health and sustainable growth, reinforcing the shared responsibility
of both levels of government in achieving national prosperity. According to
NITI Aayog, the report provides a comprehensive assessment of the fiscal
health of 18 major states, based on five key sub-indices. These include
Quality of Expenditure, Revenue Mobilization, Fiscal Prudence, Debt Index,
and Debt Sustainability, along with insights into state-specific challenges
and areas for improvement.
