In Andhra Pradesh, six people died in a stampede at the token



issuing counter in Tirupati yesterday evening for the Vaikunta Ekadasi
Darshanam scheduled from 10 to 12 January. About 40 people have been
hospitalized due to injuries. This incident has happened in Tirupati town
and not on the hilltop of Tirumala where the temple is located.

The Vaikunta Ekadasi darshan is considered auspicious by the
devotees and the Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanam (TTD) has organised 94
counters at three different locations in Tirupati for issuing of 1 lakh 20
thousand tokens. The stampede happened at the token issuing counter set
up near the Ramanaidu school.

Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu condoled the deaths and
directed the officials to provide best medical care to the injured. He will
visit Tirupati this afternoon and review the situation. Meanwhile, Executive
Officer of Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams (TTD) said that an enquiry has
been ordered and corrective measures will be taken. A control room and
emergency helpline number 0877-2236007 has been established to provide
information and assist the injured.

ISRO - SPADEX

Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) has further postponed
the docking experiment of its two satellites rotating in low Earth orbit
under the SpaDex mission. The space agency has tweeted that the decision
to postpone docking was taken due to the detection of excess drift
between the two satellites. The drift was observed when ISRO undertook a
manoeuvre to reduce the distance between the satellites to 225 meters.
The drift exceeding expectations was during the non visibility period. ISRO
had earlier scheduled docking of satellites on January 7 and thereafter
today. Due to the unexpected drift in the satellites, ISRO has revised the
timeline that will be announced soon. The tweet says that both the
satellites SDX01 also known as Chaser and SDX02 also known as Target
are safe and functioning normally. The ISRO rocket PSLV C60 had
successfully placed the satellites in its intended orbit on December 30th.
Both the satellites weighing 220 kgs are orbiting at an altitude of 475 kms
from Earth.

MICROSOFT-INDIA AI MOU

The Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology today
announced that IndiaAl, an Independent Business Division (IBD) under the
Digital India Corporation, has signed a Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) with Microsoft to drive the adoption and development of artificial
intelligence (AI) in India. As part of the MOU, Microsoft and India AI will
skill five lakh individuals, including students, educators, developers,
government officials, and women entrepreneurs, by 2026. They will also
establish an AI Center of Excellence, called AI Catalysts, to promote rural



Al innovation and support one lakh Al innovators and developers through
hackathons, community-building solutions, and an Al marketplace. They
will set up AI Productivity Labs in 20 National Skill Training Institutes
centers across 10 states to train 20,000 educators and empower one lakh
students with foundational Al courses in 200 Industrial Training Institutes.
The collaboration will also focus on developing Al-enabled solutions for
critical sectors, leveraging Microsoft Research's expertise. Yesterday,
Microsoft had announced plans to invest 3 billion dollars in cloud and Al
infrastructure in India over the next two years, including the establishment
of new data centres. The tech giant also announced to train and skill 10
million people in AI by 2030.
