Voting for 70 member Delhi assembly ended peacefully today,
with nearly 58 percent voter turnout till 5 PM. The highest poll percentage
of around 64 was recorded in North East Delhi district while South East
district recorded the lowest voter percentage of around 54 percent. In
Shahdara district, poll percentage of over 61 percent was recorded. Nearly
58 percent voter turnout was registered in North Delhi and over 58
percent in North West. Prominent leaders whose fate was sealed in the
EVMs today include Arvind Kejriwal, Atishi, Manish Sisodia of Aam Aadmi
Party, and Parvesh Verma, Vijender Gupta, Arvinder Singh Lovely, and
Ramesh Bidhuri of BJP. From Congress side, Devendra Yadav, Sandeep
Dixit, and Alka Lamba were the prominent faces in this election. Election
Commission had made elaborate security arrangements to ensure free and
fair polls in the national capital. Several arrangements and faciulities were
provided at polling booths to ensure hassle free voting. The counting will
take place on Saturday. Meanhwile, voting for bye-polls was also held in
Erode-East assembly seat in Tamil Nadu and Milkipur in Uttar Pradesh. Till
5 PM, over 64.02 per cent voter turnout was recorded in Erode-East and



around 65.25 percent in Milkipur.

Irrigation and Civil Supplies Minister Capt. N. Uttam Kumar Reddy said the
caste-based socio-economic survey conducted by Congress government in
Telangana was the most scientific, transparent and accurate population
study since Independence. He stated that this was the first-ever field-
based caste survey undertaken after the 2011 Census, making all figures
cited by opposition parties false and fictitious. Addressing the media at
Assembly Committee Hall today before participating in a PowerPoint
presentation by Planning Department, the minister, who was also Chairman
of Cabinet Sub Committee for survey, said that the government had
ensured the highest level of accuracy in data collection. Uttam Kumar
Reddy claimed that no authentic caste-based data had been compiled in
the past, particularly for Backward Classes (BCs and said this was the first
legitimate and detailed caste survey.
