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NT.LS- MOTION OF THANKS

The Lok Sabha today took up the discussion on the Motion of
Thanks on President’s Address to the joint houses of Parliament. Speaking
during the discussion, Leader of Opposition and Congress MP Rahul Gandhi
criticized the President's speech, calling it a repeat of previous years and a
'laundry list' of government achievements. Rahul Gandhi raised concerns
about unemployment, stressing that the future of the country depends on



the youth. He said the government has failed to address the
unemployment issue despite the country’s growth. He pointed out that
manufacturing's share of GDP has dropped from 15.3% to 12.6%, the
lowest in the past 60 years. Rahul Gandhi also criticized the government’s
flagship 'Make in India' initiative, saying it had a good concept but failed in
implementation. He added that, despite India’s resources, the country has
fallen behind others in organizing production and emphasized the need to
focus on production. He concluded by reaffirming that the Constitution is
supreme and will continue to guide the country.

Earlier, BJP MP Ramvir Singh Bidhuri, moving the motion, listed the
achievements of the Narendra Modi-led government, including public
welfare schemes. He attacked the AAP-led Delhi government for allegedly
failing to implement central schemes like Ayushman Bharat and the
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana in the capital. Bidhuri also accused the Delhi
government of working against the interests of JJ colonies. He mentioned
steps taken by the central government to provide ownership rights to
residents of 1,700 unauthorized colonies in Delhi. Mr.Bidhuri also raised
issues of poor road conditions, air pollution, and public transport in the
city. He further accused Delhi CM Arvind Kejriwal of lavish spending on his
official residence.

BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad alleged that Congress is uncomfortable
whenever the Maha Kumbh is mentioned, noting that five crore people
have participated in the event so far. He accused Congress of feeling
entitled to govern the country.

Other MPs also raised concerns during the discussion. Naresh
Chandra Uttam Patel of the SP pointed out the absence of a mention of the
Minimum Support Price,MSP guarantee in the President's address. Dr.
Kakoli Ghosh Dastidar of the TMC criticized the omission of food inflation
and farm loan waivers.

Arvind Ganpat Sawant of Shiv Sena,UBT spoke about schemes
benefiting farmers but raised concerns about disparities in the education
system.

The discussion saw participation from several other MPs, including K.
Kanimozhi of DMK, ID(U)'s Dileshwar Kamait, IUML's ET Mohammed
Basheer, RLD's Rajkumar Sangwan, BJP's Ganesh Singh, Pratap Chandra
Sarangi, Rodmal Nagar , and RID's Abhay Kumar Sinha. However, the
debate remained inconclusive. The House was adjourned and will
reconvene tomorrow at 11 AM.

The Election Commission has deployed over 1.8 lakh

personnel for the assembly polls. Seizures of cash, liquor. drugs,
freebies, and precious metals amounting to over 220 crores
rupees have been recorded in a strict clampdown of inducements.
Of these, the largest component is drugs at 88 crore rupees
followed by precious metals at over 81 crore rupees. This marks a
nearly four fold increase in comparison to the 2020 Delhi

Assembly elections where total seizures amounted to 57.5 crore
rupees. Since the enforcement of the Model Code of Conduct,

7,499 complaints have been received through cVigil. Out of these,
only 32 cases remain under process, and the rest have been
successfully resolved.

VAISHNAW-RAILWAY MAHA

Union Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw announced a record
allocation of 23,778 crore rupees for Maharashtra’s railway projects in the
2025-26 budget. Speaking at a press conference today, the minister
highlighted that ongoing railway work in the state totals 1.7 lakh crore
rupees . Mr.Vaishnaw also discussed upgrades to Mumbai’s suburban rail
network, including capacity enhancements at major terminals like Mumbai
Central, Bandra, and CST. He mentioned the development of new railway
tracks with an investment of 16,240 crore rupees. To tackle congestion,
the government plans to reduce the time interval between trains from 180
seconds to 150 seconds in the first phase and 120 seconds in the second
phase, increasing train frequency and easing commuter traffic.

BENGALURU-AERO INDIA SHOW

The 15th edition of the Aero India show will be held in Bengaluru
from February 10 to 14, and Kempegowda International Airport has
announced flight regulations between February 5 and 14. The restrictions
will be imposed during the rehearsals and aerial displays for Aero India.
This will affect flight operations at the international airport, which is
situated in close proximity to the Aero India show venue at the Indian Air
Force base. Air passengers are advised to contact airlines for updates on
their scheduled flights to and from Bengaluru during this period. Due to the



Aero India show, the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike has imposed
restrictions on the sale of non-vegetarian food and crane operations within
a 13-kilometer radius around the Air Force station. This is done to avoid
bird strikes by airplanes and helicopters. Cranes operating at high-rise
buildings will keep the cranes at lower heights. Bengaluru Urban Deputy
Commissioner G. Jagadish has today instructed officials to take all
necessary measures related to disaster management. He listed essentials
such as doctors, ambulances, fire services, cleanliness, water availability,
crowd management, and emergency equipment to meet any exigency. He
directed them to ensure that there is no litter near the air show venue that
could attract birds.

UGANDA EBOLA

Uganda with support from the World Health Organisation (WHO) has
set up an 84-bed Ebola isolation and treatment facility in Kampala, the
Ugandan capital. A health official today said, the facility has been set up
following the virus outbreak in the east African country. The Ministry of
Health has urged the public to remain calm, saying it is in control of the
situation and is committed to protecting all people against Ebola. Data from
the WHO showed that Uganda's last SVD outbreak started in September
2022 and ended in January 2023, with 164 cases and 77 deaths in the
country. Ebola is a rare but life-threatening illness. It can cause
outbreaks of serious disease, especially in parts of Africa.

UKRAINE-RUSSIA

Ukrainian long-range drones struck one of Russia's biggest oil
refineries for the second time in three days. A senior Kyiv official today said
the attack yesterday hit a refinery in the Volgograd region, which is one of
Russia's 10 biggest refining facilities, processing close to 6 percent of the
country's oil. According to media reports, Ukraine is trying to slow the
Russian army's push along parts of the front line as the third anniversary of
the war approaches. On the other side, Russian authorities acknowledged
only a brief fire at the Volgograd refinery during the drone attack.
