KARNATAKA - ISRO  

 The Indian Space Research Organisation Chairman Dr V Narayanan 



today said that the Indian Space programme has seen steady progress at a 
timeline that no other country could achieve. Speaking at the inaugural of 
the Aero India International Seminar in Bengaluru today, Dr Narayanan 
pointed out that the Indian space programme started as late as 1962 and 
the first rocket launch was only in 1975. Since then the Indian Space 
programme has taken an upper trajectory with many milestones in its 
legacy. He pointed out that from launching a 45 kilo satellite to lower Earth 
orbit, India has today developed the sixth generation launch vehicles and 
sub systems. It has indigenously developed the rocket engine along with 
the cryogenic stage and mastered the use of liquid hydrogen as fuel in a 
very short span of time. ISRO has today completed 100 launches and it has 
taken 433 satellites of 35 countries to its designated orbit in outer space. 
India was successful in landing in the south pole of the Moon, something 
that no other country had achieved till then. The Chairman pointed out that 
ISRO was successful in reducing the speed of Chandrayaan 3 from 6077 
kms per hour to zero speed in just 90 minutes and achieved the landing 
without a flaw. He said, now ISRO is getting ready for Gaganyaan, 
Chandrayaan 4 and 5 and setting up of Bharatiya Space station. He said 
that Indian astronauts will be sent to outer space by 2028 and the space 
station by 2035. The Chairman DRDO Dr Samir V Kamat, who spoke on the 
occasion, expressed a need to speed up the Certification process of design 
and platforms developed indigenously. He also stressed that MSMEs must 
have greater participation in the certification process and a method evolved 
for quicker validation of the designs and insertion of new technologies. The 
two day seminar is organised by the Centre for Military Airworthiness and 
Certification, CEMILAC of DRDO in association with the Aeronautical Society 
of India as a prelude to the Aero India show set to begin in Bengaluru on 
Monday. The theme of the seminar is Futuristic Aerospace Technologies: 
Challenges in Design Validation and Emerging trends in Futuristic 
Aerospace technologies and Military airworthiness and Certification: 
Challenges in Design and Testing.

ISRAEL -HOSTAGE RELEASE  



 Israel has begun releasing dozens of Palestinian prisoners after 
Hamas freed three Israeli hostages, marking the latest step in the ongoing 
ceasefire agreement in the Gaza Strip that took effect last month. This 
release is part of a broader arrangement under the ceasefire deal brokered 
by international mediators. The agreement, which aims to reduce violence 
in the region, has already led to a series of prisoner swaps, with both sides 
holding hostages or prisoners in the context of their broader political 
struggle. For those released, the moment marked a bittersweet return to 
their families, many of whom had been waiting for years. The Israeli 
government, in a statement, acknowledged the release of the prisoners as 
part of an effort to continue the de-escalation process, though officials 
emphasized that the release of Palestinian prisoners should not be seen as 
an overall shift in Israel's policy toward the Gaza Strip and Hamas. Hamas, 
for its part, has maintained that the exchange of prisoners is a crucial step 
in addressing longstanding grievances and advancing the cause of 
Palestinian rights.

Limited for procurement of 28 EON-51 systems for 11 New Generation

US -CITIZENSHIP 
 In a big relief for Indian students and professionals living in the 
United States on visas and awaiting green cards, a federal judge in Seattle 
has indefinitely blocked US President Donald Trump's executive order that 
seeks to end birthright citizenship.  Slamming the order, the court 
reportedly said Mr Trump is trying to skirt the rule of law to play "policy 
games" with the Constitution. US District Judge John Coughenour's 
preliminary injunction is the second major legal blow to US President 
Trump's efforts to alter the US law as part of a broader immigration 
crackdown after a federal judge in Maryland issued a similar ruling. 
The judge noted that the Constitution is not something with which the 
government can play policy games .He emphasized If the government 
wants to change the exceptional American grant of birthright citizenship, it 
needs to amend the Constitution itself. 
 

FRANCE-PM VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi is set to embark on a crucial visit to 
France and the United States from Monday, focusing on artificial 
intelligence, defense, trade, and strategic partnerships. In Paris, he will co-
chair the AI Action Summit with French President Emmanuel Macron, 
where discussions will center on ethical AI governance and global 
regulatory frameworks. Defense cooperation, and economic ties will also be 
high on the agenda. A special visit to Marseille will see the Prime Minister 
paying tribute to Indian soldiers in Mazargues War Cemetery, who fought 
in World War I and inaugurating a new Indian consulate to deepen 
diplomatic outreach.  



 From France, the Prime Minister will head to Washington for his first 
meeting with US President Donald Trump since his second-term 
inauguration in January this year. Our correspondent reports that the 
bilateral talks will cover trade, defense collaboration, and the immigration 
issues, with India expected to push for a more structured and humane 
approach to immigration concerns.
