DELHI RS - STAMPEDE

In Delhi, over 10 people were injured while some are feared dead after a
stampede-like situation broke out at the New Delhi railway station last
evening, said officials. Those injured were admitted to hospital for
treatment, informed Union Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw. He said that
the incident occurred due to sudden rush of passengers and added that a
high-level inquiry has been ordered into the incident. He said the situation
is now under control.

Mr Vaishnaw said that four special trains were immediately pressed
into service for Mahakumbh, Prayagraj to clear the rush and situation was
brought under control. A team of National Disaster Response Force was
also deployed to assist in crowd management and take control of relief
measures.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi also expressed grief over the incident.
Mr Modi said that he is distressed by the stampede and his thoughts are
with all those who have lost their loved ones. He prayed for the speedy
recovery of those injured. Mr Modi said that the authorities are assisting all
those who have been affected by this stampede.

Union Home Minister Amit Shah said that he spoke to Mr Vaishnav,
Lieutenant Governor of Delhi VK Saxena and other concerned officials
regarding the accident.

BIJP-MCD

In Delhi, three Aam Aadmi Party councillors joined the Bharatiya
Janata Party today. With this, the BJP became the single largest party in
the Municipal Corporation of Delhi. The mayoral polls for the MCD is
scheduled for April. The AAP had won the last mayoral election, held in
November 2024, by three votes. The three councillors who switched over
to the BJP are Anita Basoya from Andrews Ganj, Nikhil Chaprana from Hari
Nagar and and Dharamvir from R K Puram.



With this, the BJP's strength in the MCD House has increased to 116,
while the AAP now has 114 members. The Congress has eight members.
The MCD House has a strength of 250 members. There are 12 vacancies --
11 members got elected as MLA in the recent assembly poll and one was
elected as MP in Lok Sabha elections. In the February 5 Assembly polls,
eight BIP councilors and three AAP councillors got elected to the assembly.

Besides the councilors, the seven Lok Sabha MPs, all of BIP, three
Rajya Sabha MPs, all of AAP and 14 nominated MLAs in Delhi are voters in
the polls for mayor and deputy mayor of the Municipal Corporation of
Delhi. Since the BJP has won the Delhi assembly polls by bagging 48 seats
this time, the BJP is going to have 10 of its MLAs nominated to the MCD.
On the other hand, the AAP will have four MLA nominations for the civic
body as it won 22 seats. In the 2022 MCD polls, the AAP had won 134
wards, the BJP 104, the Congress nine and three are Independents.

PUNJAB - DEPORTEES

Following Punjab Chief Minister Bhagwant Singh Mann’s accusation
that the Centre is attempting to defame the state as part of a conspiracy
by landing the aircraft of Indian deportees from the US at Amritsar once
again, the BJP National Spokesperson RP Singh has hit back saying stop
politicizing the issue and promoting conspiracy theories due to lack of
knowledge. Chief Minister Mann, in a pres conference at Amritsar, last
evening, had questioned the move of the Central government and the MEA
to choose Amritsar for landing the plane here whereas there are hundreds
of other airports in the country. The Spokesperson Singh, taking to social
media, today, said that Amritsar is the closest international airport for
flights entering India from the USA. That's why the US plane carrying
illegal immigrants is landing there.

Meanwhile, quoting official sources our Jalandhar Correspondent
reports that another special flight carrying more than One Hundred Indian
deportees from the US will be landing at Amritsar’s Sri Guru Ram Dass Jee
International Airport, tonight. Out of these deportees more than 60 are
said to be from Punjab. Over 30 belong to Haryana and others are from
Rajasthan, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Goa, and Maharashtra. A third plane is



also expected to land at Amritsar tomorrow with a large number of Indians
who are being deported from the states for illegally entering and staying
there. Earlier, a US military plane carrying 104 deportees aboard had
landed at Amritsar on 5th of this month.
