The Prime Minister on his arrival in Guwahati will attend a
mega Jhumur dance performance programme at Sarusajai stadium
in the evening. Over 8500 tea tribe community artists will perform
the Jhumur dance. As many as 61 heads of missions to India, along
with other dignitaries, will also witness the Jhumur performance.
The Prime Minister is likely to inaugurate an exhibition organised

along with the Advantage Assam 2.0 Summit later in the evening
after the Jhumur programme. Tomorrow, the PM will inaugurate
the plenary session of the Advantage Assam 2.0 Summit in the
morning. Various international organisations, global leaders and
investors, policymakers, industry experts among others will

participate in the Summit.

MODI - PM KISAN

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will release the 19th installment of the
Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN) scheme from Bhagalpur in
Bihar today. The scheme provides six thousand rupees annually to



landholding farmers in three equal installments. Programmes will also be
organized in 731 Krishi Vigyan Kendras across the country with nearly two
and a half crore farmers joining the programme physically or virtually.

Sharing the details of the programme, Union Agriculture and Farmers
Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chauhan said, the day will be celebrated as
Kisan Samman Samaroh to create awareness about the schemes of the
central and state governments. He said, more than 9.8 crore farmers across
the country will receive financial assistance of over 22 thousand crore rupees
through Direct Benefit Transfer. He said, more than 3.46 lakh crore rupees
have been disbursed so far to more than 11 crore farmer families in the
country under the PM-KISAN scheme.
GEN UPENDRA DWIVEDI-FRANCE VISIT

The Chief of the Army Staff(COAS) Gen Upendra Dwivedi has departed
for an official visit to France starting from tomorrow to thursday, as part of
efforts to "bolster" India-France defence cooperation. Tomorrow, the COAS
will engage with senior military leadership of France at Les Invalides, Paris.
The day will begin with a Guard of Honour followed by discussions with
General Pierre Schill, CEMAT. The aim of the meeting will be to foster
stronger military ties between the two nations. On tuesday, General Dwivedi
will travel to Marseille, where he will visit the third Division of the French Army
and will be briefed on the mission and role of the 3rd Division, the bilateral
exercise SHAKTI, India-France training cooperation, and the French Army
modernisation programme (Scorpion). On thursday, the COAS will visit the
Neuve Chapelle Indian War Memorial to lay a wreath in honour of the fallen
Indian soldiers who participated in World War 1. Later in the day, he will
deliver a talk at the Ecole de Guerre, the French Joint Staff College,
highlighting the evolving nature of modern warfare and India's strategic
vision.

HEALTH-UNAPPROVED DRUGS

Union Health Ministry has taken immediate action following some news
reports highlighting concerns regarding the export of unapproved
combination drugs containing Tapentadol and Carisoprodol. The action came
following the new reports that a Mumbai based Indian Pharmaceutical
Manufacturer exported these drugs to certain countries in West Africa. The
Health Ministry in a statement said that a joint team of Central Drugs
Standard Control Organization (CDSCO) and Maharashtra State Regulatory



Authority conducted a thorough audit of the drug manufacturing site. The
findings from the audit led to the issuance of a Stop Activity Order, halting all
operations at the company's premises. A Stop Production Order was also
issued to the Pharmaceutical company for halting the manufacturing of
the concerned drug combinations.

CDSCO also moved for immediate withdrawal of Export NOCs and
Manufacturing Licenses for Tapentadol-Carisoprodol combinations. The
Ministry added that India, as a leading global supplier of pharmaceuticals, is
dedicated to maintaining the highest standards of drug safety and regulatory
compliance. The Union Health Ministry has assured the public and global
community that the Government will continue to monitor and regulate
pharmaceutical exports to safeguard against any misuse of Indian-made
medicines.

Regarding the specific issue at hand, both Tapentadol and Carisoprodol
are individually approved by CDSCO in India. Tapentadol is approved in 50,
75, and 100 mg tablet forms, as well as 100, 150, and 200 mg
extended-release tablets. However, the combination of Tapentadol and
Carisoprodol is not approved in India. Neither of these drugs is included in the
NDPS (Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances) list in India.

MAHAKUMBH - PROMINENT DEVOTEES

At the Mahakumbh in Prayagraj, millions of devotees from worldwide
continue to attend the grand festival everyday. So far over 62 crore 6 lakh
devotees have taken the holy dip at the Triveni Sangam.
