MANDAVIYA-ILO DG MEET

Minister of Labour and Employment Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya today
held a bilateral meeting with the Director General of the International
Labour Organization (ILO) Gilbert F. Houngbo in New Delhi. During the
discussion, Dr. Mandaviya highligted India's proactive role as a member of
the Coordinating Group of the Global Coalition for Social Justice from the
Asia-Pacific region. He expressed the country’s interest to champion the
coalition’s key intervention, responsible business practices for sustainable
and inclusive societies. He also emphasized the country’s dedication to



quality employment, skills development, and social protection as pillars of
social justice, aligning with the government’s vision of Viksit Bharat by
2047.Dr. Mandaviya also highlighted that India’s National Career Service
portal bridges the gap between job seekers and employers, with over 4
million registered employers and 44 million vacancies mobilised so far.

Meanwhile, Mr. Houngbo commended India’s progress in enhancing
social protection coverage, noting the ILO’s World Social Protection Report
(WSPR) 2024-26, which acknowledged the doubling of India’s social
protection coverage from 24.4 percent to 48.8 percent in 2024. He
appreciated India’s efforts in leveraging digital platforms such as the e-
Shram and National Career Service portals to enhance employment
opportunities and social security coverage, acknowledging them as
significant steps towards inclusive economic growth.
