Both Houses of Parliament were adjourned until 12 PM after
opposition parties protested over the issue of the deportation of Indian
nationals from the United States of America.

The Speaker, Om Birla, said that the matter pertains to
a foreign nation and urged the protesting members to let the House
function normally. However, the opposition members were unrelenting and
continued protesting and sloganeering in the House. Amid the
pandemonium, the Speaker adjourned the lower House until 12 noon.

Meanwhile, as soon as the proceedings began in Rajya Sabha, the
opposition members started protesting and demanded a discussion on the
deportation issue. Amid the continued ruckus, Deputy Chairman Harivansh
adjourned the Upper House until noon.

FRANCE-NO CONFIDENCE VOTE
France's government survived a no-confidence vote on Wednesday in
parliament, clearing the way for the adoption of the 2025 budget.

Earlier Prime Minister Francois Bayrou had invoked special



constitutional powers to secure approval of the budget bill without a vote
by lawmakers, which led to the no-confidence motion.

Only 128 lawmakers voted in favour of the motion, far short of the
289 votes, half of the National Assembly's seats, required it to pass.

Earlier, Both Socialist and far-right National Rally lawmakers had
announced not to support the motion.

Under France's Constitution, the motion's failure automatically enacts
the 2025 budget into law.

SRI LANKA - TOURISM

Sri Lanka has witnessed record number of tourist arrivals in January
2025 as India continues to dominate as the top source market. The data
released by Sri Lanka Tourism Development Authority has revealed over
2.52 lakh tourist arrivals in the island. The figures have surpassed the best
figures recorded in pre covid times as well. India maintained its position as



Sri Lanka'’s largest source of tourist traffic, accounting for 17.2 percent of
total arrivals. The Russian Federation ranked second, with 13.5 percent,
followed by the United Kingdom at 8.6 percent. Over 2 Million tourist
arrivals were reported in the year 2024 signalling a revival of tourism
industry. The Sri Lanka Tourism Development Authority hopes to improve
the tourism figures to 3 million this year with a targeted revenue of 5
billion dollars.

TRUMP CONDEMNATION

Palestinian leaders, along with regional leaders from countries such as
Egypt, Jordan, and Saudi Arabia, have rejected US President Donald
Trump's recent proposal to have the United States "take over" the Gaza
Strip, calling it a violation of Palestinian rights and international law.
Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas emphasized that legitimate
Palestinian rights are non-negotiable and that the proposal will constitute a
serious violation of international law. It comes two weeks after the start of
a fragile ceasefire in Gaza, during which Hamas has released some Israeli
hostages in exchange for Palestinian prisoners in Israeli jails. Earlier, Mr.
Trump's proposal was to have the United States "take over" the Gaza Strip
and resettle its Palestinian residents.
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
