In Australia, Northern Queensland is experiencing its most severe
flooding in over six decades, as relentless rains have poured more than
1,000mm of water since Friday. Authorities have warned that the situation
is dangerous and life-threatening, with record-breaking rainfall anticipated
to persist throughout the day.

According to the media reports, one woman died when a rescue boat
capsized in Ingham, while thousands have evacuated their homes. About
1,700 homes in Townsville are at risk of inundation, and many residents
are without power. Rescue efforts are hampered by road closures and
supply shortages, with Townsville airport shut and supermarkets running
out of fresh food.Locals are also warned of crocodiles displaced by the
floods. Experts link the increasing intensity of such events to climate
change.

CHESS- TATA STEEL

In Chess, Indian Grandmaster R. Praggnanandhaa clinched the
prestigious Tata Steel Masters 2025 title in a thrilling showdown, defeating
reigning World Champion D. Gukesh in a nail-biting tiebreaker last night at
Wijk aan Zee, Netherlands. This victory makes R. Praggnanandhaa the first
Indian since Viswanathan Anand in 2006 to claim the prestigious title.

The 14-player round-robin event ended dramatically, with both
Gukesh and Pragg tied at 8.5 points after 13 rounds. Gukesh, unbeaten
throughout the tournament, lost his final classical game to Grandmaster
Arjun Erigaisi, while Pragg was defeated by Vincent Keymer in a long
battle.

In the tiebreak, Gukesh won the first of two blitz games and needed
only a draw in the second to secure the title. However, Pragg staged a
stunning comeback, winning both blitz games to clinch the
championship.<>

DELHI CAMPAIGNING

Today is the last day of campaigning for the Delhi assembly elections.
Leaders and star campaigners from BIP, AAP and Congress have left no
stone unturned to woo the voters, with roadshows, door to door
campaigns and public meetings across the city. BJP President Jagat
Prakash Nadda will address a public meeting in the Burari area this
afternoon. Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah is also
going to address public meetings in different constituencies of the national
capital. Aam Aadmi Party national convenor Arvind Kejriwal is scheduled to
hold a public meeting and a road show this afternoon. Senior AAP leader
and Punjab Chief Minister Bhagwant Mann will also be addressing several
public meetings in the city today. Congress MP Priyanka Gandhi is going to
hold a road show in the Kasturba Nagar area to seek votes in favour of the
party candidates.

A total of 699 candidates are in the fray. Elections for the 70 member
Delhi Assembly will be held on Wednesday, and the counting of votes will
take place on Saturday.

CANADA-MAXICO-TARRIFFS

Canada and Maxico have ordered retaliatory tariffs on goods from the
United States. This follows US President Donald Trump ordering sweeping
tariffs on imports from Canada, Mexico and China.

Canada is initially targeting US 30 billion dollars in goods imported
from the US with tariffs of 25 per cent. The restrictions will come into force
from tomorrow.

A second list will be unveiled soon and will be implemented after
public consultation. This will include passenger vehicles, trucks, steel and
aluminum products, certain fruits and vegetables, beef, pork, dairy
products and more.

Mexico has declared that it will impose retaliatory tariffs, without
mentioning any rate and products.



Canadian  Prime Minister Justin Trudeau and Mexican President
Claudia Sheinbaum spoke on phone on Saturday after Trump's
administration imposed sweeping 25 per cent tariff on goods from Canada
and Mexico, and 10 per cent on imports from China. Canada's Prime
Minister office in a statement said that Canada and Mexico agreed to
enhance the strong bilateral relations.

Canada is the largest export market for 36 states and Mexico is the
largest trading partner of the US. Canada and Mexico ordered the tariffs
despite Trump's further threat to increase the duties charged if retaliatory
levies are placed on American goods. At the local level, some authorities in
provinces like Ontario, British Columbia and Nova Scotia will remove
American liquor brands from government store shelves.

EC-EXIT POLLS

The Election Commission has imposed a ban on exit polls for the
Delhi assembly election and the bye-elections for one seat each in Uttar
Pradesh and Tamil Nadu from 7 AM to 6:30 PM on the voting day. In a
notification, the commission directed all media outlets, including television
channels, radio stations, and news agencies, to comply with this restriction.
The ban also extends to any opinion polls or survey results broadcast on
electronic media during the 48-hour period leading up to the conclusion of
voting.

The Delhi assembly election is scheduled for the 5th of this month,
with the counting of votes to take place on February 8th.

The Indian Space Research Organisation ISRO has informed that
its navigation satellite NVS 02 encountered a technical glitch
yesterday while the orbit raising manoeuvre was being carried out. In
its social media post, the space agency has informed that the orbit



raising operations towards positioning the satellite to the designated
orbital slot could not be carried out as the valves for admitting the
oxidizer to fire the thrusters onboard the spacecraft did not open. It
has however said that the Master Control Facility at Hassan in
Karnataka is monitoring the satellite remotely and its systems are
healthy. It has further said in its post that the satellite is currently in
elliptical orbit and alternate strategies are being worked out to make
the satellite functional. Its solar panels were successfully deployed
and the power generation was nominal. GSLV F15th rocket had
successfully placed the navigation satellite NVS 02 into the
Geosynchronous Transfer Orbit on January 29th.
