He said, more than 3.46 lakh crore rupees
have been disbursed so far to more than 11 crore farmer families in the
country under the PM-KISAN scheme. Mr Chouhan mentioned that
Programs will also be organized in 731 Krishi Vigyan Kendras across the



country. The Minister said, approximately two and a half crore farmers will
join the program physically and virtually.

The number of ICU beds at the Swaroop Rani Nehru (SRN) Hospital
in Prayagraj has been increased to 147 in view of Mahashivratri on 26th of
this month.

Santosh Singh, the SRN hospital which once had only 52 ICU beds
in 2017, now has 147 ICU beds. He said that this will be highly

effective in dealing with any emergency medical situation during
the Maha Kumbh. Furthermore, trauma care and ventilator facility
will be available 24x7. To further strengthen health security, the
Trauma Care Center has been equipped with state-of-the-art
equipment including - ventilators, monitoring systems and
emerqgency medical teams that have been deployed for round-the-
clock service.

Crores of devotees are expected to come to the Maha Kumbh on
Mahashivratri. Full preparations are being made by the state
government to deal with any emergency medical situation. These
arrangements have the potential to provide the patients prompt
lifesaving service.

REV. TRUMP FIRES AIR FORCE GENERAL



In US, the Donald Trump administration has fired the top general and
Navy Chief in a major upheaval of the country's military. President Donald
Trump in a social media post announced that he was dismissing Chairman
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff Charles Q Brown and replacing him with Air
Force Lieutenant General John Dan "Razin" Caine. Media reports said, the
move is significant as Caine is retired, and is not a four-star general. The
US President also accused the Biden administration of passing over General
Caine for promotion, despite him being highly qualified and respected to
serve on the Joint Chiefs of Staff. President Trump said that alongside
Defence Secretary Pete Hegseth, General Caine and their military will
restore peace through strength and put America First. This was followed by
defence secretary Pete Hegseth releasing a statement announcement firing
of the Chief of the US Navy Admiral Lisa Franchetti and the Vice Chief of
the Air Force General James Slife. Notably, the federal law requires the
President to pick the top military officers from the combatant commands or
the chiefs of the military services, all of which are 4-star positions. But the
law also allows the President to waive the requirement if such action is
necessary in the national interest.

PREZ EU - INDIA

President of the European Commission, Ursula von der Leyen will be
on a two day visit to India from 27th of this month. This will be President
Leyen’s third visit to India. External Affairs Ministry said, during the visit,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold delegation level talks with President
Ursula von der Leyen.

India and Europe are strategic partners since 2004 and their bilateral
ties have expanded and deepened across a wide range of areas. The visit
of President von der Leyen and the EU College of Commissioners will pave
the way for further strengthening of bilateral relations.

GULVEER SINGH RECORD

In athletics, the Hangzhou Asian Games bronze medallist Gulveer
Singh has made history by becoming the first Indian to break the 13-
minute barrier in the men’s 5000 metre indoor race. Competing at the BU
Terrier DMR Challenge in Boston, Gulveer clocked an astonishing 12
minutes 59.77 seconds, a performance that not only sets a new National
Record for India but also establishes a new Asian 5000m short track
record.

Last week, Gulveer set a new national record in the men’s 3000-



metre indoor event, breaking a 16-year-old record. He clocked 7 minures
38.26 seconds, finishing second in the race and surpassing the previous
Indian record of 7:49.47, set by Surendar Singh in 2008.
