BUDGET -1 T:

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitaraman today presented the first full budget of
the third term of the NDA Government. Presenting her eighth consecutive budget
at Lok Sabha, the finance minister Nirmala Sitaraman said the budget is focussed
on growth acceleration, inclusive development, invigorating private sector
investments and enhancing the spending power of the middle class. She
announced that the nil tax slab is now extended upto twelve lakh rupees income.
The Finance Minister also said that by adding the Standard Deduction of 75000
rupees salaried class, the income of Twelve Lakh Seventy Five thousand per
annum will not be taxed. Finance Minister also introduced new income tax slabs
in the new regime of tax session. She said there would be not tax for upto four
lakh rupees in income. Five percent tax needs to be paid for individuals earning
between four to eight lakh rupees. A Ten percent tax would be paid for the eight to
twelve lakh rupees slab. A 15 Percent tax for the twelve to Sixteen lakh income
group and the Sixteen to Twenty Lakh income group is to pay @ twenty percent.
A new slab of 25 percent tax is introduced for individuals earning between 20 to 24
lakh rupees and earnings above 24 lakh rupees are liable to pay 30 percent tax.

DHANYA KRISHI YOJANA:

Finance Minister NIrmala Sitaraman announced the Prime Minister Dhan
Dhanya Krishi Yojana in the budget that aims to enhance agricultural productivity
in 100 districts with low productivity and will benefit 1.7 crore farmers. She also
announced the launching of building rural prosperity and resilience, National
mission for edible oil seeds and enhanced credit through Kisan Credit card
programmes. The minister said the loan limit under Kisan Credit cards will be
enhanced from three lakhs to rupees five lakhs. A six year mission for Atma
Nirbartha in Pulses with a special focus on Tur, Urad and Masoor was also
announced in the budget. Central agencies, NAFED and NCCF will procure these
three pulses during the next four years from farmers who registered with these
agencies and entered into agreements.

SENIOR CITIZENS: In the new budget, the limit for the tax deduction on
interest for senior citizens will be doubled from 50000 to rupees 1,00,000. The
annual limit of 2,40,000 for TDS on rent is being increased to Six lakhs. Finance
Minister said this will ensure a reduction in the number of transactions liable to
TDS, benefitting small tax payers, receiving small payments.

A Union Budget has made a provision of rupees Six lakh eighty one
thousand crore for financial year 2025-26 for the defence ministry. This allocation
is 9.53 percent more than the budgetary estimate of 2024-25 financial year. Out of
this, Defence pension receives a share of rupees 1,60,795 crore. Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh congratulated finance minister Nirmala Sitaraman for presenting a
budget towards fulfilling the Prime Minister’s resolve of Vikasit Bharath.

FISCAL DEFICIT:

With the implement in revenue collection, the government has lowered its
fiscal deficit target to 4.8 percent of GDP for the current financial year against 4.9
percent estimated earlier. For the next financial year, the fiscal deficit has been
pegged at 4.4 percent of the GDP. Meanwhile, Union Health Ministry has been




allocated 99,855 crore rupees in the budget, an around 11 percent hike in the
previous budget. The finance minister also announced setting up of an export
promotion mission with an outlay of 20 to 50 crore to promote the country’s
outbound shipments. The mission will be driven jointly by the ministries of
Commerce, MSME and Finance. The Finance Minister said the top 50 tourists
destinations in the country will be developed in partnership with States in a
challenge mode. Rupees 2,541 crore was allocated to Tourism in the budget.
