PRIME MINISTER

Prime minister narendra modi today asserted that his government’s model
of development is ‘nation first,” which is not focused on appeasement but
on satisfaction. He said people have tested, understood, and supported this
model and therefore gave his government the mandate for the third time.



The prime minister said this while replying in the rajya sabha to the motion
of thanks to president droupadi murmu’s address to the joint sitting of both
the houses of parliament. Taking a dig at the congress, the prime minister
said the sabka saath, sabka vikas model of governance is incomprehensible
for congress as the whole party is dedicated to one family. He accused
congress of following the model of what he called cheating, appeasement,
and nepotism. He said his government has prioritised skill development,
financial inclusion, and industrialisation. Mr. Modi alleged that congress
hated dr. Baba saheb ambedkar and left no stone unturned to ensure his
electoral defeat. He said congress never considered baba saheb worthy of
the bharat ratna award. The prime minister highlighted that his
government has strengthened pro-st and sc laws to protect their interests.
Mr. Modi also talked about the government’s efforts for the welfare of
divyangs. He added that his government has ensured legal rights for the
transgender community. He said the government has fulfilled the long-
pending demand of obc communities to accord constitutional status to the
obc commission.

REV EVE RS-EAM STATEMENT

External Affairs Minister Dr. S Jaishankar today said the process of
deportation of illegal immigrants is a generally accepted principle in
international relations, asserting that it is in the collective interest of the
nations to increase legal mobility. Dr. S Jaishankar said this while making a
statement in the Rajya Sabha on the deportation of Indian nationals from
the USA. He said it is obligatory for nations to take back their citizens who
are found living illegally in other countries. The Minister informed that the
process of deportation is not new and it is a continuous process in which
both military and civilian aircrafts are used. He also shared data of the
number of Indian deportees from other countries with the House and said
734 people were deported to India in 2009 while one thousand 368 in 2024
and 104 in this year. He said, Indian government is in touch with USA
authorities to ensure that no mistreatment is meted out to the deportees.
He clarified that the deportation process, including the use of restraints,
follows a standard operating procedure, which is not a new practice.
However, such restraints are not put on women and children deportees.



Dr. Jaishankar stressed on crackdown on illegal migration industry and
called for discouraging illegal movement between countries.

Reacting to the statement made by the External Affairs Minister,
Congress member, Randeep Singh Surjewala said that the US is planning
to deport more than seven lakh such Indians in a similar manner. He said
that the government should inform the House about how many such Indian
nationals are lodged in jails in the United States and has any legal aid been
provided to them. Tiruchi Siva of DMK questioned the manner in which the
Indian nationals were deported saying that it hurt the sentiments of the
people of India. He said that the government must inform if they have
reached out to the deportees after their arrival in India.

Trinamool Congress MP Saket Gokhale alleged that the statement
made by the Minister was more in defense of the US deportation policies
than the interests of its citizens. Sanjay Singh of AAP said, the government
should clarify if they have any established policy with regard to such
deportees. RID MP Manoj Kumar Jha questioned the government about
prior notice received by it regarding this deportation process. Dr John
Brittas of CPI (M) said, the government should ensure that humane
treatment is meted out to such deportees. He questioned the government
about its plans in cracking down illegal agencies that aid such illegal
immigration. Earlier in the day, deportation of Indian nationals from the
Unites States rocked both Houses of Parliament as the opposition
demanded discussion over the issue. Similar statement was made in the
Lok Sabha by External Affairs Minister Dr Jaishankar amid din by the
opposition members. As the ruckus continued after his statement the
Speaker adjourned the House for the day.

In the Unites States, the two recent largest wildfires that ravaged Los
Angeles County are estimated to have caused total property and capital
losses of as much as 164 billion dollars. The report published recently by
the University of California, Los Angeles (UCLA) suggests total property and
capital losses caused by the Palisades and Eaton fires could range between
95 billion dollars and 164 billion dollars. The report, authored by UCLA
Anderson Forecast economists Zhiyun Li and William Yu, predicts a 0.48-
percent loss in county-level GDP for 2025, amounting to approximately 4.6
billion dollars, and a total wage loss of 297 million dollars for local
businesses and employees in the affected areas.
