The search operation is still
going on in the area. With this incident, 62 Maoists have been gunned down by
security forces in separate encounters in Chhattisgarh so far this year.

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia’s Ministry of Haj and Umrah has announced
the opening of registration for Haj 1446 AH/2025 for domestic pilgrims, including
citizens and residents. The ministry shared that individuals interested in performing
Haj this year can easily register via the Nusuk application or the Ministry’s website.
Haj 2025 is expected to occur from June 4" to June 9", depending on the lunar
calendar. The Haj pilgrimage to Makkah is a mandatory religious duty for Muslims
who are physically and financially able to perform it at least once in their lifetime.
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
