FRANCE-PM VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi is set to embark on a crucial visit to 
France and the United States from Monday, focusing on artificial 
intelligence, defense, trade, and strategic partnerships. In Paris, he will co-
chair the AI Action Summit with French President Emmanuel Macron, 
where discussions will center on ethical AI governance and global 
regulatory frameworks. Defense cooperation, and economic ties will also be 
high on the agenda. A special visit to Marseille will see the Prime Minister 
paying tribute to Indian soldiers in Mazargues War Cemetery, who fought 
in World War I and inaugurating a new Indian consulate to deepen 
diplomatic outreach.  
 From France, the Prime Minister will head to Washington for his first 
meeting with US President Donald Trump since his second-term 
inauguration in January this year. Our correspondent reports that the 
bilateral talks will cover trade, defense collaboration, and the immigration 
issues, with India expected to push for a more structured and humane 
approach to immigration concerns.

 A two-day long BIMSTEC digital conclave has kicked off in Colombo 
with the theme building digital public infrastructure for shared prosperity. 
The event was inaugurated in presence of High Commissioner of India to 
Sri Lanka Santosh Jha, Secretary General of BIMSTEC Indra Mani Pandey, 
Deputy Ministers in Government of Sri Lanka, Eranga Weeraratne and 
Chathuranga Abeysinghe.  
 The conclave includes panel discussions in which eminent leaders and 
experts from Digital Economy sectors from the region shared their insights. 
Speaking at the event, Mr. Jha highlighted India’s journey over the last 
decade in strengthening digital infrastructure using JAM trinity and the 
benefit it has provided to the citizens. On the occasion, Sri Lanka’s Deputy 
Minister for Industry and Entrepreneurship Development emphasised the 
role of BIMSTEC in sharing knowledge and technology between member 
states. Meanwhile Deputy Minister for Digital Economy, Eranga Weeraratne 
took the opportunity to speak on the launch of Govpay, Sri Lanka’s digital 
payment platform for accessing government services. 
 Today, the conclave will feature discussions on varied topics including 
Digital identity for social and financial inclusion, digital payments and digital 
health among several others.

 In a big relief for Indian students and professionals living in the 
United States on visas and awaiting green cards, a federal judge in Seattle 
has indefinitely blocked US President Donald Trump's executive order that 
seeks to end birthright citizenship.  Slamming the order, the court 
reportedly said Mr Trump is trying to skirt the rule of law to play "policy 
games" with the Constitution. US District Judge John Coughenour's 
preliminary injunction is the second major legal blow to US President 
Trump's efforts to alter the US law as part of a broader immigration 
crackdown after a federal judge in Maryland issued a similar ruling. 
The judge noted that the Constitution is not something with which the 
government can play policy games .He emphasized If the government 
wants to change the exceptional American grant of birthright citizenship, it 
needs to amend the Constitution itself.

A nearby 
mosque’s megaphone blared an urgent call for help, alerting the 
community. Local residents, angered by the attack, fought back, beating 
several vandals. Soon, army personnel arrived, rescuing the injured and 
transporting them to the hospital. This marked the first time in three days 
the mob faced resistance. Meanwhile, Transparency International criticized 
the government’s inaction, warning of the crisis’s threat to Bangladesh’s 
stability and democratic transition.
