TRUMP-INDIANS-CITIZENSHIP

US President Donald Trump has introduced a new ‘gold card’
initiative, aiming to attract top international talent, particularly from India.
The initiative will allow foreign nationals, including graduates from
prestigious U.S. universities such as Harvard and Stanford, to live and work
in the U.S. in exchange for a 5 million dollar fee. The plan, unveiled by
Trump, offers wealthy foreigners a pathway to U.S. citizenship. Under the
new initiative, individuals who qualify could potentially receive the right to
work in the U.S. and later obtain citizenship. Trump emphasized that the
current U.S. immigration system has restricted the ability of skilled
international talent, especially from India, to remain in the country. He
highlighted the challenges faced by talented individuals who receive job
offers from American companies only to have those offers revoked due to
uncertainties over immigration status. The proposed gold card will allow
companies to recruit talent from top universities by purchasing the card.
The sale of the gold cards is expected to begin in about two weeks. He
also mentioned that the gold card would replace the government’s existing
EB-5 immigrant investor visa program, which was established in 1990.
