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FUR REV. DAY PM ASSAM VISIT

Assam is nhow the centre of unlimited possibilities and gateway to the
South East Asia and India, said Prime Minister Narendra Modi while
addressing the inaugural session of the Advantage Assam 2.0 Investment
and Infrastructure Summit in Guwahati today.

Speaking before a large gathering of diplomates, prominent
industrialists, foreign delegates, the Prime Minister said that Assam will be
a manufacturing hub of Eastern India and urged the industrialists to reap
the benefits of this strategic location.

The Prime Minister informed that his government is working on
improvement of connectivity, infrastructure and also strengthing the local
supply chains in this region. India is working on a mission mode for low
cost manufacturing process, added the PM.

The PM said that the law and order situation of Assam has improved
during the last few years as the Centre and State government have signed
several peace accords.

Assam Government also created an environment of ease of doing
business and prepared best ever policies for industries and has set a target
of becoming a 1.5 billion economy by 2030, informed the PM.

He said that the Centre is providing continuous support to the state
government and has increased Railway budget and modernized 60 Railway
stations apart for improvement of air connectivity.

Assam could play a pivotal role in India's economic development and
the Advantage Assam 2.0 Summit is the new beginning for Assam and
North Eastern region, opined the PM.

After the inaugural session the Prime Minister left for New Delhi.

The two day long summit includes an inaugural Session, seven



ministerial sessions and 14 thematic sessions with a focus on industrial
evolution, global trade partnerships and the vibrant MSME sector of Assam,
featuring over 240 exhibitors.

Assam Governor, L.P. Acharya, External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar,
Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma, Union Minister for Ports Shipping and
WaterWays, Sarbananda Sonowal, Union DoNER Minister, Jyotiraditya
Scindia and 61 diplomats, business delegations from several countries,
industry experts attends the session.

Union Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw will
also attend the afternoon session of the Advantage Assam 2.0 Summit
today.

SETH PEACEKEEPING CONAFERENCE: Union Minister of State for
Defence, Sanjay Seth, has said that women peacekeepers serve as role
models and inspire local women to take up leadership roles. He also said
that they build trust with local communities, facilitating dialogue and
collaboration. Mr. Seth made these remarks while addressing the first-ever
Conference for Women Peacekeepers, themed "Women in Peacekeeping: A
Global South Perspective,” in New Delhi today. The Minister stated that the
conference serves as a crucial platform for experience sharing,
strengthening partnerships, and fostering a lasting impact in the sphere of
peacekeeping. Mr. Seth highlighted that women peacekeepers ensure the
needs of women and children are addressed in conflict-affected areas. He
added that they foster prevention and response to gender-based violence
and provide protection and support to survivors. The Minister remarked
that India has contributed one of the largest cumulative troop contributions
to UN peacekeeping operations over the years.

GOYAL - FREE TRADE AGREEMENT: Union Commerce and Industry
Minister Piyush Goyal has said that the free trade agreement between India
and the United Kingdom will prove to be a major milestone in the relations
between both countries. Mr. Goyal today held a meeting with a delegation
led by the UK Secretary of State for Business and Trade, Jonathan
Reynolds, in New Delhi. During the meeting, both sides took stock of the
progress made so far in accelerating efforts toward reaching a fair,
mutually beneficial, and balanced Free Trade Agreement. Mr. Goyal



reiterated the Modi government's commitment to strengthening economic
ties and further boosting the India-UK partnership. Speaking to the media
in New Delhi, Mr. Goyal said that UK Business and Trade Minister Jonathan
Reynolds visited India for the first time after the formation of the new
government. He added that during the meeting, there was a very positive
discussion on various issues.

TN- ALL PARTY MEET: Tamil Nadu Chief Minister MK.Stalin has called an
all party meeting regarding the delimitation of the Lok Sabha
Constituencies. Speaking to the media in Chennai, Stalin said that the
delimitation depends on the population of the State and said that the
representation of the State will be reduced if the decision is to reduce the
constituencies. He called for unity of all the parties in establishing the
rights of the State. An all party meeting will be held on 5th March to
oppose the move of the Centre with all the 40 parties which are recognised
by the Election Commission in the State of Tamilnadu . The Chief Minister
also listed out the various issues before the State,including the denial of
the Education funds by the Centreas the State opposes the three language
policy and also issues like NEET.

REV. DAY PREZ-THREE STATE VISIT: President Droupadi Murmu today
stressed on decentralisation of better medical facilities and more research
in the healthcare institutions in the country. The President was addressing
the Centenary celebrations function of Patna Medical College and Hospital (
PMCH) at Bapu Sabhagar in Patna. The President said if medical facilities
will be available in smaller cities, it will ease the pressure on big
institutions. Giving an example of roping in Al and Robotics, she said use
of technology will enhance capacity and precision in treatment of patients.
The President expressed her happiness that the PMCH being developed as
the world's second largest hospital with more than 5400 bed. She urged
medical fraternity to work for service of poors and needy people . Governor
Arif Mohammad Khan, Chief Minister Nitish Kumar, Union Health and
Family welfare minister JP Nadda, Deputy Chief Ministers Samrat
Choudhary, Bijay Kumar Sinha and former union minister Ravi Shankar
Prasad also attended the event.



REV. ASHWINI VAISHNAW-SUMMIT: Union Minister of Information &
Broadcasting Ashwini Vaishnaw said that Assam will be the growth engine
of India as the government is working on the ground for the development
of this area. Addressing the 'Advantage Assam 2.0 Investment and
Infrastructure Summit' session on 'Advancing Semiconductor Horizons in
Assam for Viksit Bharat,' the Union Minister stated that the semiconductor
plant in Jagirod will transform Assam into a semiconductor hub. He also
announced that a state-of-the-art IT hub will be developed on the Railway
Station land in Guwahati. The Union Minister informed that the Centre has
sanctioned two new Amrit Bharat trains, one train coach manufacturing
unit at the BTR area, and one train engine rebuilding unit at Lumding.

CHHATTISGARH-MAOISTS: In Chhattisgarh, nine Maoists have
surrendered today in the Bijapur district of the Bastar division. Of these, a
reward of 23 lakh rupees was declared for four of the Maoists. These
Maoists have surrendered before the senior officers of the CRPF and the
police. The Maoists are accused of being involved in many Naxal incidents.
Upon surrender, each of these Maoists was given an amount of 25
thousand rupees as an incentive under the surrender and rehabilitation
policy of the state government.<><>

CAG REPORT-BJIP AAP: BJP today accused previous AAP government of
delaying the tabling of CAG report. Talking to media in New Delhi, senior
party leader Baijayant Jay Panda said that the BJP is committed to rooting
out corruption from the city and has performed the constitutional duty and
commitment to the people of Delhi by tabling the CAG report in the
assembly. He said that the Aam Aadmi Party can not hide its corruption
from the people of Delhi. Delhi BJP President Virendra Sachdeva said that
the people of the city was waiting for the CAG report to know how AAP
leaders including Former Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal and Former Deputy
Chief Minister Manish Sisodia did corruption in excise policy.

Meanwhile, Former Chief Minister Atishi said, this report has
confirmed their point that there was corruption in how much liquor was
being sold. She added that the CAG report shows that over 28 per cent of
corruption was being done by the contractors, and everyone knew that
which party people had the liquor contracts.



EPFO-MEMBERS: Employees' Provident Fund Organization (EPFO) added
over 16 lakh net members during December last year. This represents an
increase of 9.69 percent in comparison to the members added in
November 2024. According to the Ministry of Labour and Employment,
EPFO enrolled around 8.47 lakh new subscribers in December 2024. The
Ministry said that four lakh 85 thousand new subscribers were added in the
18 to 25 age group.

EVE JPC-ONE NATION ONE ELECTION: The meeting of Joint
Committee of Parliament on One Nation One Election was held at
Parliament House today. During the meeting, the committee held
interaction with legal experts. The 39 member committee has 27 Members
from Lok Sabha and 12 Members from Rajya Sabha.

CBI-GAINBITCOIN SCAM: The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI)
has conducted extensive searches at over 60 locations across the country
in connection with the GainBitcoin crypto currency scam. The coordinated
search operations are being carried out in major cities, including Delhi NCR,
Pune, Chandigarh, Nanded, Kolhapur, and Bengaluru, targeting premises
linked to key accused. GainBitcoin was an alleged Ponzi scheme launched
in 2015 by Amit Bhardwaj, along with Ajay Bhardwaj and their network of
agents. The scheme operated through multiple websites such as
www.gainbitcoin.com. The fraudulent scheme lured investors by promising
lucrative returns of 10 percent monthly in Bitcoin for 18 months. Investors
were encouraged to purchase bitcoin from exchanges and invest them with
GainBitcoin through cloud mining contracts. Multiple FIRs were registered
across the country, alleging large-scale fraud and money laundering.

NEW CRICKET- ICC CHAMPIONS TROPHY: In the ICC Men’'s
Champions Trophy, The crucial Group B match between Australia and
South Africa in Rawalpindi was abandoned without a ball bowled due to
continuous rain. Both teams will share one point each. With this washout,
Tomorrow's match between England and Afghanistan becomes a virtual
knockout, as the losing team will be eliminated. Earlier in the tournament,
South Africa defeated Afghanistan by 107 runs, while Australia beat
England by 5 wickets.
