PM MOTION OF THANKS   

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has lauded the role of the middle class 
in the country's growth and said their aspirations are giving impetus to the 
nation's progress. Replying to the debate on the Motion of Thanks to the 
President's address in Rajya Sabha yesterday, the Prime Minister 
highlighted the government's decision to empower the middle class by 
giving more money in their hands. Mr Modi said, a neo-middle class has 
emerged in the country and his government is standing with strong 
commitments with this neo-middle class. He said, 25 crore people have 
been taken out of poverty which was a matter of pride for them. Asserting 
that the BJP-led NDA government's model of development is 'Nation First', 
which focuses on “satisfaction” rather than appeasement, he said, people 
have tested, understood and supported this model and therefore gave his 
government the mandate for the third time.  
 He outlined the government's commitment to optimally utilising 
resources for the welfare of the people and safeguarding the rights of 
marginalized communities. The Prime Minister highlighted that his 
government has strengthened pro STs and SCs laws to protect their 



interests. Mr. Modi also spoke about the government's efforts for the 
welfare of Divyangjans. Taking a dig at the Congress, the Prime Minister 
said, the Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas model of governance is 
incomprehensible for Congress as the whole party is dedicated to one 
family. He accused Congress of following the model of what he called 
cheating, appeasement and nepotism. PM Modi also hit out at the 
economic policies of the Congress government and the 'licence quota raj' 
that gave rise to corruption and affected the country's economic progress 
and growth. He targeted the Congress government for imposing 
Emergency in the country.In his closing remarks, the Prime Minister said, 
President’s speech had a detailed description about country's 
achievements, world's expectations from India, about the self-confidence 
of the country's common man and resolve of Viksit Bharat.  
 After Prime Minister's reply, the Upper House adopted the Motion of 
Thanks on President’s address, negating the amendments of several

RBI MPC MEETING 
 The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) will announce today the decision of 
its Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) meeting amid widespread 
expectations of 25 basis points reduction in interest rate after a gap of 
nearly five years. New RBI Governor Sanjay Malhotra, who chaired his first 
MPC meeting, is expected to announce the decision of the six-member 
panel this morning. The three-day meeting of the MPC started on 
Wednesday.  
 RBI had last reduced the repo rate by 40 basis points to 4 per cent in 
May 2020 to help the economy tide over the crisis following the outbreak 
of the Covid pandemic and subsequent lockdown. But in May 2022 the 
central bank started a rate hike cycle in view of the Russia-Ukraine war and 
paused it only in May 2023. Several research reports, industry and business 
chambers expressed views that there is widespread expectations of a 25-
basis point cut in the policy rate to 6.25 per cent. The Associated 
Chambers of Commerce and Industry of India, ASSOCHAM yesterday said, 
the rate cut can enhance liquidity in the banking system and will also 



revive consumption and fiscal discipline.

IMD-WEATHER 

 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast 
thunderstorms accompanied with lightning at isolated places over 
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, and Meghalaya today. Pockets of Himachal 
Pradesh and Odisha are likely to experience dense fog conditions today. 
IMD said there will be no significant change in the minimum temperatures 
over Northwest India today but the region can witness a gradual rise of 
minimum temperatures by 2-3 degrees Celsius during the coming 4 days. 
The weather office also informed that maximum temperatures are likely to 
be above normal by 3-5 degrees Celsius over north Peninsular and East 
India during the next 4-5 days.

The developments come despite the ongoing ceasefire agreement 
between the Lebanese armed group Hezbollah and the Israeli military, 
which took effect on November 27, 2024, and was meant to end more than 
a year of cross-border clashes triggered by the war in Gaza.
