The 100-day TB elimination campaign by the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare has detected over five lakh tuberculosis (TB) patients
across the country. In the 455 districts involved in the campaign, more
than 3.57 lakh TB patients have been diagnosed. The Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare stated that over 10 crore vulnerable individuals have
been screened for the disease. Under the campaign, 10 lakh Ni-kshay
Shivirs have helped bring modern TB diagnostic tools closer to people’s
homes. Further, 836 Ni-kshay Vahans have been deployed to extend the
reach of TB services, to ensure coverage in the most remote areas. Since
the launch of the campaign, over 2.4 lakh Ni-kshay Mitras have also
registered through Ni-kshay Shapaths, which encourages individuals, and
community leaders, among others to support TB patients with nutritional
baskets, psychosocial and vocational support.

ICC CHAMPIONS TROPHY- AUS VS ENG

In the ICC Men's Champions Trophy Cricket, Australia emerged
victorious by five wickets over England in a high-scoring Group B encounter
at the Gaddafi Stadium in Lahore, Pakistan last night. Chasing a daunting
target of 352 set by England, Australia cruised to 356 for five in 47.3 overs.

Put in to bat first, England amassed 351 runs in the stipulated 50
overs for the loss of eight wickets. For England, Ben Duckett smashed 165
runs off 143 balls while Joe Root contributed with 68 runs off 78 balls. For
Australia, Ben Dwarshuis claimed three wickets, while Adam Zampa and
Marnus Labuschagne bagged two wickets each.

Australia’s chase started shakily as they lost four wickets for just 136
runs, leaving them in a precarious position. However, Josh Inglis and Alex
Carey combined brilliantly to steer the Kangaroos out of trouble. Inglis
played an explosive innings, smashing 120 runs from 86 balls, while Carey
supported with a solid 69 runs off 63 balls. Matthew Short also played a
crucial role at the top, scoring 63 runs from 66 balls. Inglis was named the
Player of the Match. Australia will nhow take on South Africa on Tuesday
while England's next match is against Afghanistan on Wednesday.

IND VS PAK- ICC-CHAMPIONS TROPHY

In the ICC Men's Champions Trophy, India will take on arch-rival
Pakistan in their Group A clash at the Dubai International Stadium this
afternoon. The match is set to begin at 02:30 PM Indian Time. India, led



by Rohit Sharma, made an impressive start to their campaign with a
commanding six-wicket victory over Bangladesh on Wednesday. On the
other hand, defending champions Pakistan were handed a 60-run defeat by
New Zealand in their opening match in Karachi. A win for India today
would virtually secure their place in the semi-finals of the eight-team
tournament, while Pakistan faces a must-win situation to stay in contention
for the last four.

India enters the match as clear favorites, having won five of the last
six encounters with Pakistan since the 2017 Champions Trophy final.
However, Pakistan holds the upper hand in the overall head-to-head
record, with 73 One Day International victories compared to India’s 57. In
the past decade specially since 2015, India have lost only one match
against Pakistan that of 2017 Champions Trophy final, while winning seven
with one no result.

In the context of One Day Internationals and World Cup encounters,
India have been the dominant force, winning 10 out of 13 matches against
Pakistan. However, when it comes to the Champions Trophy, Pakistan
holds a slight advantage, having won three of their five encounters, while
India has secured two victories.
