TRUMP - RUSSIA- UKRAINE

US President Donald Trump said that Ukraine will be involved in
peace talks with Russia, with a meeting among the three countries possibly
taking place as early as today. Trump said that US and Russian officials
would meet in Munich today and that Ukraine had also been invited. The
announcement comes amid growing concerns in Kyiv and among its
European allies that they could be excluded from talks aimed at ending
Ukraine’s nearly three-year-old war.

Earlier, US Secretary of State Marco Rubio spoke with Ukrainian
Foreign Minister Andrii Sybiha, emphasizing the need for bold diplomacy to
resolve the conflict.

Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri has said that Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's visit to the United States, within three weeks of President Donald
Trump's second-term inauguration, signals the priority both leaders place
on the India-US relationship. Briefing the media Washington DC, Mr Misri
said, several aspects of the relationship, ranging from strategic and
security cooperation, defence, trade and economic engagement,
technology, energy security and people-to-people linkages, regional and
global issues of concerns were dealt with during the visit.

He added that both the leaders also announced plans to
negotiate the first tranche of a mutually beneficial multi-sector
bilateral trade agreement by the autumn of 2025 . Mr Misri
underlined that both the leaders announced plans to finalize a
new 10-year framework for the US-India Major Defence
partnership which will run till 2035.

The Foreign Secretary also underscored that both leaders
also agreed to move forward on ongoing defence procurement
negotiations for a number of platforms, including land and air
systems and co-production agreements. He added that there was
also an agreement to initiate discussions on the reciprocal
defence procurement agreement.

US President Donald Trump criticized BRICS, warning that the group
would be "dead" if it launched a rival currency to the dollar. He threatened
a 100% tariff on any BRICS country that moved forward with the plan.
President Trump’s comments came after he signed a memorandum on



reciprocal tariffs, directing officials to propose tariffs matching those
imposed on US goods by other countries.

Mr. Trump claimed that most member countries no longer wanted to
discuss a common currency. India, a founding member of BRICS, has
already rejected the idea of a shared currency.

BRICS, which originally included Brazil, Russia, India, China, and
South Africa, has recently expanded to include Egypt, Ethiopia, Indonesia,
Iran, and the UAE. Several other countries, such as Algeria, Nigeria, and
Turkey, hold partner country status. Despite its size and influence, BRICS is
not a free trade group. Its key initiatives include the New Development
Bank, which funds projects and promotes cooperation in areas like
telecommunications and business development.
