The Lok Sabha today took up discussion on the General Budget 2025-26. Initiating
the discussion, Dharamvir Gandhi of Congress alleged that the Union Budget has
failed to address the agrarian challenges being faced by the country.

Gandhi said the MSME sector is not in the
focus of the government and the Budget has not taken care of its needs. Shiv Pal
Singh of Samajwadi Party also criticised the Budget.

He also raised the
issue of prices of fertilizers in the country. Abhishek Banerjee of TMC raised the



issue of hike in the prices of LPG cylinders claiming that 1.2 crore households
could not refill their cooking gas cylinders. He questioned the government on the
issues related to farmers in the country. Participating in the discussion, Rao
Rajendra Singh of BJP lauded the Union Budget saying it has taken care of the
interests of the poor, farmers and women. He said the government has focused
on thewell being of farmers and taken several initiatives in this direction.

TB PATIENTS

The government today said over one lakh 59 thousand new TB patients
have been notified during the 100 days of the Intensified TB Mukt Bharat
Abhiyan, which has been held since December 7th last year across the
country. Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare, Anupriya Patel,
informed this in a written reply in the Lok Sabha. The minister further said
494,000 Ni-Kshay services have been held across the country till the 1st of
this month under the Abhiyan, and over 563,000 vulnerable individuals
have been screened. The minister also informed that over 86 thousand Ni-
Kshay Mitras have been registered during the same period.

INDIA-CHINA BORDER

The government has said that it employed both diplomatic and military
channels to ensure complete disengagement from all friction points and
restore peace and tranquility along the India-China border. In a written
reply in the Lok Sabha, Minister of State in the Ministry of External Affairs,
Kriti Vardhan Singh, said that India and China reached an agreement on
patrolling arrangements along the Line of Actual Control (LAC) on the
India-China border areas in Despang and Demchok on 21st October last



year. He said that this agreement has led to disengagement from all
friction points. He mentioned that it had been agreed that patrolling
activities, and wherever applicable, grazing would resume as per the long-
standing practice before relations soured between the countries. He also
said that this agreement is adhered to as per the modalities and mutually
agreed timelines.

ADD RBI MONETARY POLICY

Reserve Bank of India Governor Sanjay Malhotra has stated that the
one lakh crore tax relief announced in the recent Union Budget for the year
2025-26 will not have any significant impact on inflation. Addressing a
media query during a press conference following the Monetary Policy
Committee's decision to reduce the repo rate by 25 basis points, Mr.
Malhotra noted that the country has sufficient production capacity, with
capacity utilisation levels at 75%. He added that the tax relief will only aid
the country’s growth.
