DEFENCE- CONTRACT

Ministry of Defence today signed a contract with Bharat Electronics
Limited for procurement of 28 EON-51 systems for 11 New Generation
Offshore Patrol Vessels and three Cadet Training Ships for the Indian Navy.
The contract will cost over 642 crore rupees. EON-51 is an Electro Optical
Fire Control System which provides search, detection and classification of
targets using Electro Optical and Thermal Imagers devices. This move will



help generate employment opportunities over a period of three years and
encourage active participation of various Indian industries including
MSMEs. It is also expected to significantly contribute to the Government’s
efforts to achieve Aatmanirbharta in defence.

ISRAEL -HOSTAGE RELEASE

Israel has begun releasing dozens of Palestinian prisoners after
Hamas freed three Israeli hostages, marking the latest step in the ongoing
ceasefire agreement in the Gaza Strip that took effect last month. This
release is part of a broader arrangement under the ceasefire deal brokered
by international mediators. The agreement, which aims to reduce violence
in the region, has already led to a series of prisoner swaps, with both sides
holding hostages or prisoners in the context of their broader political
struggle. For those released, the moment marked a bittersweet return to
their families, many of whom had been waiting for years. The Israeli
government, in a statement, acknowledged the release of the prisoners as
part of an effort to continue the de-escalation process, though officials
emphasized that the release of Palestinian prisoners should not be seen as
an overall shift in Israel's policy toward the Gaza Strip and Hamas. Hamas,
for its part, has maintained that the exchange of prisoners is a crucial step
in addressing longstanding grievances and advancing the cause of
Palestinian rights.
