Talking about AAP leaders leaving the party, Mr Modi alleged that
it is because they know that the people hate the party. He claimed that
the party has been exposed in front of the public. The Prime Minister
added that Delhi helped form a stable BJP government at the Centre
for the next five years, and now, even by mistake, an AAP government
should not be formed here which would ruin another five years of the
national capital. Talking about the Union budget that was announced
yesterday, Mr Modi said that it has fulfilled his guarantee to strengthen
the four pillars for building Viksit Bharat, namely - farmers, youth, poor
and women. He also said that the entire middle class is saying that this
budget is the friendliest budget for them in history. He added that the
government’s decision to eliminate income tax on income upto 12 lakh
rupees will save thousands of rupees of middle class people.

Speaking about the economy, Mr Modi mentioned that in
the past 10 years, India's economy has jumped from 10th position to
5th position. He added that the economic strength of the country, the
size of the economy and the income of the citizens are increasing. He
said that the BJP led Union government is investing every single penny
for the welfare of the country and the welfare of the people

In addition, Senior BJP Leader and Union Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw participated in a door-to-door campaign. He told the media that Delhi's
harmony, culture and historic tradition has to be revived and people have made
up their mind to vote for BJP to make Delhi developed.

Aadmi Party Convenor Arvind Kejriwal wrote to the Chief Election Commissioner,
demanding action against BJP workers and Delhi police officers alleging that they
had attacked his party workers.

CBDT CHAIRMAN - NEW TAX REGIME

The Budget announcement of zero tax for earnings upto 12 lakh
rupees per annum and the rejig of tax slabs across the board should
prompt more than 90 per cent of individual taxpayers to embrace the new
tax regime, said CBDT Chairman Ravi Agrawal. In a post-Budget interview
to a news agency today, he said the government's philosophy and
approach is to ensure a "non-intrusive" tax administration. He also cited
the new tax regime (NTR), where there are no deductions or exemptions
allowed like the old regime, which has "simple" calculations for a taxpayer,
enabling them to file their ITR without the help of a professional.

As of now, about 75 per cent individuals has opted the New Tax
Regime. The Central Board of Direct Taxes (CBDT) is the administrative
body, under the Union finance ministry, for the I-T Department. Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman yesterday announced significant income tax
cuts for the middle class and declared that individuals earning up to 12
lakh per rupees year will not have to pay any taxes, raising this exemption
threshold from 7 lakh rupees at present. <<<>>>

SAMUDRAYAAN MISSION

India's ambitions mission to send scientists to explore the depths of
the ocean in specially-designed submersible Samudrayaan got a boost with
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman allocating 600 crore rupees for the
Deep Ocean Mission. The mission involves mapping deep ocean floors and
developing technologies like a manned submersible with 6000m water-
depth rating. It also involves exploration of deep sea mining for sustainable
utilisation of deep-sea bioresources and developing engineering designs for



offshore thermal energy-driven desalination plants. India plans to send a
manned-submersible, developed by the Chennai-based National Institute of
Ocean Technology (NIOT), up to a depth of 500 metres in the ocean later
this year, and gradually explore the seabed at the depth of 6,000 meters
next year. The finance minister also allocated 1,329 crore for Mission
Mausam, an Earth Sciences Ministry initiative to improve weather
forecasting capabilities. The Ministry of Earth Sciences, which is steering
the Deep Ocean Mission, got an allocation of around 3,650 crore rupees in
the Union Budget, presented yesterday.

The Supreme Court is scheduled to hear on Monday a plea seeking
implementation of specific guidelines and regulations to ensure safety of
devotees attending the Maha Kumbh where at least 30 people were killed
and 60 injured in a stampede on Wednesday this week.

According to the cause list on the apex court website, a bench
comprising Chief Justice Sanjiv Khanna and Justice Sanjay Kumar is slated
to hear a PIL regarding it. The petition seeks to prevent stampede
incidents and protect the fundamental rights of equality and life under
Article 21 of the Constitution.



The plea has sought a direction to all states to establish facilitation
centres at Prayagraj to provide safety information and assist their
respective residents in emergencies. It also sought installation of signage
and announcements in multiple languages to help pilgrims navigate the
event with ease. The plea also sought regulation of VIP movement and
said public safety should be given priority over VIP protocols to prevent

congestion and ensure smooth crowd movement. <<<>>>

India has defended their ICC Under-19 Women'’s T20 World Cup title,
beating South Africa by 9 wickets in the final match at the Bayuemas Oval
in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. Gongadi Trisha's unbeaten innings of 44 runs
helped Niki Prasad led Women in Blue to chase the target of 83 runs in the
12th over. She also got Player of the Match award. Sanika Chalke also
contributed with 26 runs and remained not out. Earlier, South Africa got
bundled out for just 82 runs. Mieke van Voorst scored highest 23 runs. For
India, Gongadi Trisha bagged 3, while Vaishnavi Sharma, Aayushi Shukla
and Parunika Sisodia bagged 2 wickets each. Shabnam Md Shakil also took
a wicket. Indian batter Gongadi Trisha emerged as the leading run-getter
in this World Cup, scoring 309 runs and became Player of the Tournament.
On the other hand, Vaishnavi Sharma became the highest wicket taker with
17 wickets in 6 matches, including a hat-trick.

REV. CANADA CHINA - US TARIFFS

In response to tariffs imposed by United States President Donald
Trump, the Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau has announced 25 per
cent tariffs on 155 billion dollars worth of American goods coming into the
country. Addressing a press conference in Ottawa today, Mr Trudeau
announced about imposing a 25 per cent tariff on 30 billion dollars of
American imports beginning on Tuesday, and a similar tariff on 125 billion
dollars worth of American goods in 21 days.

China has also opposed United States' move to levy a 10 percent
additional tariff on Chinese imports. China has said that it will take
necessary counter measures to defend its legitimate rights and interests. In
a statement, China's Foreign Ministry Spokesperson claimed that China’s
position is firm and consistent, as trade and tariff wars have no winners.
The spokesperson further said that US’ unilateral tariff hikes severely
violate WTO rules, and this move cannot solve the US' problems at home.

Earlier, Mexican President Claudia Sheinbaum said that her country
will retaliate against tariffs imposed by U.S. President Donald Trump with



its own set of tariffs and other countermeasures. In a social media post, Ms
Sheinbaum said that she had instructed her economy minister to
implement "Plan B," a strategy they have been preparing, which includes
both tariff and non-tariff measures to safeguard Mexico’s interests.
