ODISHA-KIIT INVESTIGATION

Senior officials of Bhubaneswar-based KIIT University including its
founder Achyuta Samanta today appeared before the Odisha government'’s
high-level committee investigating the alleged suicide of a Nepalese
engineering girl student and subsequent attack on students from the
neighbouring country. Earlier in the day, Congress MLAs in the state
assembly demanded arrest of Mr Samant, a former BJD MP, blaming him
for the KIIT fiasco. A three-member inquiry committee, led by additional
chief secretary of Home Department, is tasked with examining the
circumstances leading to the girl student’s suicide on 16th of this month,
the alleged high-handedness of the University's administration, and the
decision to suspend Nepalese students and shut down the institute for
them. The panel had earlier visited the KIIT campus and spoken to
Nepalese students who claimed mistreatment by institute staff for staging
protests.

Earlier, electing to
bat first, South Africa scored 315 for 6 in the stipulated 50 overs riding on
a maiden century from opener Ryan Rickelton and half centuries from
three other batters. In an aggressive batting display Rickleton reeled off



103 off 106 balls. South African skipper Temba Bavuma made 58, Rassie
van der Dussen 52 and Aiden Markram scored unbeaten 50. Rahmat Shah
scored 90 off 92 for Afghanistan. Kagiso Rabada picked up 3 wickets for
South Africa while veteran spinner Mohammed Nabi grabbed two wickets
for Afghanistan. Ryan Rickelton was adjudged player of the match.
