Vantara is established in an 
area of nearly 3,000 acres in the district. Mr Modi reached Jamnagar last evening on a 
three-day visit to the state. Tomorrow, the Prime Minister will take a jungle safari ride 
in the Gir National Park, the last abode of Asiatic lions. Mr Modi will also chair the 7th 
meeting of the National Board for Wildlife at Sasan to discuss national-level issues 
related to wildlife. This board functions for the promotion of conservation and 
development of wild life and forests with the Prime Minister as its chair person.  
 
IMD WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy 
rainfall at isolated places in Lakshadweep today. Parts of Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, 
Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh, Kerala, and Mahe can experience 
thunderstorms and gusty winds today. IMD said heat wave conditions will continue 
throughout the day in the coastal Karnataka region. According to the weather agency 
predicted hot and humid conditions over Konkan and Goa. The weatherman has also 
forecast gradual rise in maximum temperature by two to three degree celsius over 



North-West India and graduall fall by two to three degree celcius thereafter.

EVE UTTARAKHAND – RESCUE: The rescue operations for the trapped workers after 
the Avalanche that struck in Mana village of Chamoli Uttarakhand on 28th February is 
complete. The body of the last missing worker has been recovered. Of the total 54 
recovered, 8 have been declared dead while 46 were rescued alive.  
 
Punjab Police has apprehended two gangsters after a brief encounter in Jalandhar, 
today. They were wanted in the killing of a Jammu and Kashmir Police Sub Inspector 
Deepak Sharma in April, last year. 
 State Police Chief Gaurav Yadav while informing through a social media post said 



that both were associates of a USA based gang. Two sophisticated weapons have been 
recovered from their possession.  
 In another operation, Ferozepur Police has arrested a smuggler-cum-gangster 
from Ferozepur and has recovered 3 sophisticated weapons and narcotics from his 
possession. According to Police sources, weapons include 3 Pistols and One pump 
action gun with 141 assorted cartridges and heroin. Preliminary investigation reveals 
that weapons were sourced from across the border to carry on terror and criminal 
activities in Punjab. Investigation is on.  
 
MUMBAI-SEBI: A special Anti-Corruption court in Mumbai has ordered the registration 

of a First Information Report (FIR) against senior officials of the Securities and 
Exchange Board of India (SEBI), including former SEBI Chairperson Madhabi Puri Buch, 
in a case related to alleged stock market fraud and regulatory violations. The order was 
issued by Special Judge SE Bangar following a petition filed by Thane-based journalist 
Sapan Shrivastava. The Court further stated that it would monitor the probe and also 
directed the concerned authorities to submit a status report on the case  
 The complaint accuses SEBI officials of facilitating market manipulation and 
enabling corporate fraud by allowing the listing of a company that did not meet the 
prescribed norms. The petitioner claims that SEBI’s failure to fulfil its statutory duty led 
to financial fraud, insider trading, and the misappropriation of public funds after the 
listing. Additionally, the Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) has also been implicated in the 
allegations. 
 In light of the developments, SEBI issued a clarification, stating that the officials 
against whom the FIR was ordered, including former Chairperson Madhabi Puri Buch, 
three current Whole-Time Members of SEBI, and two BSE officials, were not holding 
their respective positions at the relevant time. The court allowed the application without 
issuing any notice or granting SEBI the opportunity to present the facts on record. The 
clarification further noted that SEBI would be initiating appropriate legal steps to 
challenge this order and remains committed to ensuring regulatory compliance in all 
matters. 
 

PAK AFG DEPORTATION 
 A coalition of human rights organisations and refugee advocacy groups has 
asked Pakistan to immediately halt the forced deportation of Afghan migrants. As per 
the media reports, they stated that the policy violates international law and Pakistan's 
commitments to refugee protection. Condemning the mass arrests and forced 
displacement of Afghan migrants, the organisation wrote an open letter to the Pakistani 
government, warning that these Afghan migrants fled from their own country to escape 
persecution, violation, and repression. 
 This warning followed Pakistan's announcement of March 31, 2025, as the 
deadline for Afghan migrants to leave voluntarily or face forced expulsion. These 
migrants are awaiting resettlement in countries such as the United States, Germany, 
Australia, France, and Britain. 



 Human rights organisation also further condemned the exorbitant visa fees 
imposed on Afghan migrants. The organisation raised concerns about the actions of 
Pakistani police, who have detained several human rights activists and also deported 
children without families or legal guardians. Among those facing imminent risk of 
deportation are pregnant women and individuals with disabilities. 
 
FIREFLY-MOOON MISSION 
US firm Firefly Aerospace achieved its first successful moon landing with the Blue Ghost 
spacecraft today, touching down near Mare Crisium.   The uncrewed lander, carrying 10 
scientific payloads, marks Firefly as the second private company to land on the moon, 
following Intuitive Machines’ partial success last year. The spacecraft traveled 2.8 
million miles over three loops around Earth before landing, beginning a 14-day research 
mission powered by solar panels. 
 
This milestone is part of the growing private sector competition in space exploration, 
with NASA's over 100 million Dollars contract supporting Firefly's efforts under the 
Commercial Lunar Payload Services (CLPS) program. The mission precedes the U.S. 
plans to send astronauts to the moon by 2027. Five nations have made successful soft 
landings in the past - the then-Soviet Union, the U.S., China, India and, last year, 
Japan.  
 
NHRC-MEA PROGRAMME 
 National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) in partnership with the Ministry of 
External Affairs will organise Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation (ITEC) 
Executive Capacity Building Programme on human rights in New Delhi. This six day 
programme for senior-level functionaries of the National Human Rights Institutions 
(NHRIs) of Global South will commence tomorrow. The programme aims to provide 
insights into various dimensions of human rights, international perspectives and share 
the NHRC experience to enhance awareness among participants of various NHRIs. It 
seeks to strengthen South-South cooperation, enhance collaboration and networking, 
and improve human rights protection mechanisms through comprehensive capacity 
building and experience sharing. 
 The programme will be inaugurated by Chairperson of the NHRC Justice V. 
Ramasubramanian. Nearly 47 participants from the NHRIs of 14 countries of Global 
South are likely to attend this event. These countries include Madagascar, Uganda, 
Samoa, Timor Leste, DR Congo, Togo, Mali, Nigeria, Egypt, Tanzania, Mauritius, 
Burundi, Turkmenistan and Qatar. During this programme, the participants will engage 
in lectures and interactive sessions by eminent persons and practitioners in the field, 
cultural immersion and field visits. 
 
PAK POLIO 
 Pakistan's Regional Reference Laboratory for Polio Eradication at the National 
Institute of Health (NIH) Pakistan has confirmed the sixth polio case in the country from 
District Thatta, Sindh. According to local media reports, this was the fourth polio case 



from Sindh.  
 Last month, a polio case was detected in Punjab province of Pakistan.  
 Pakistan is grappling with the resurgence of the polio virus, with new cases 
reported in recent weeks.  
 Despite diplomatic differences, India had offered Pakistan full cooperation, 
several times, for eradicating polio in their country saying it is a cause for concern. 
 India was officially declared polio-free on 27th March, 2014. The milestone 
achieved by India is not just celebrated within the country but globally as an example of 
successful public health intervention.

The paper, published by economists Surjit S Bhalla and Karan Bhasin, 
analysed data from recently released household expenditure data for 2022-23 and 
2023-24. Data from these surveys indicate a substantial decline in poverty levels in 
India. The paper claimed that extreme poverty in the country has dropped to negligible 
levels. The paper also stated that there is strong evidence that India has experienced a 
sharp reduction in inequality over the last twelve years from 2011-12 to 2023-24. 
 
REV IND VS NZ CRICKET: In the ICC Men's Champions Trophy, India set a target of 
250 runs against New Zealand in the final Group A ODI encounter in Dubai. Chasing the 
target, Kiwis were at __________ for _________ in _________ overs. Earlier, as 
winning the toss, New Zealand opted to bowl, Men in Blue scored 249 runs for the loss 
of 9 wickets in the stipulated 50 overs. Shreyas Iyerc, with 79 runs, was highest scorer 
while Hardik Pandya hit 45 runs.  For Kiwis, Matt Henry clinched five wickets. Both 
teams have already secured a spot in the semifinals from Group A. However, the match 
is crucial as it will determine the group leader. The winner of the match will face 
Australia in the semifinals, while the losing team will take on South Africa. For India, 
star batter Virat Kohli is playing his 300th ODI today.
