CHAMPIONS TROPHY

In the ICC Champions Trophy, India defeated New Zealand by 44
runs in their final league match in Dubai last night, setting up a semifinal
clash with Australia. After being invited to bat first, India posted 249 for 9,
with Shreyas Iyer scoring a crucial 79 and Hardik Pandya adding a late 45.
New Zealand’s pace bowler Matt Henry was the standout performer with
the ball, claiming 5 wickets. In response, the Kiwis were bowled out for
205 in 45.3 overs, with Kane Williamson top-scoring with 81 runs. For
India, Chakravarthy impressed with his first ODI five-wicket haul, earning
him the Player of the Match award.

With this win, India topped Group A after winning all three of their
group-stage matches. They will face Australia in the first semifinal in Dubai
tomorrow. Meanwhile, New Zealand will take on Group B winners South
Africa in Lahore on Wednesday.

GOYAL-US VISIT

Last month, Mr Goyal stated that
India and the US are committed to increasing bilateral trade to 500 billion
US Dollars and negotiating a "strong" trade agreement within the next 6-8
months.

SHAH-DAIRY WORKSHOP

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah will inaugurate the
workshop on sustainability and circularity in dairy sector in New Delhi
today. The workshop will focus on policies and initiatives of Ministry of
Cooperation and the Ministry of Animal Husbandry, Dairying and fisheries
aimed at promoting sustainable dairy farming while ensuring economic
growth with environmental responsibility. The workshop will witness
signing of Memorandums of Understanding (MoUs) for the establishment of
biogas plants across multiple states. It will have technical sessions on
sustainable manure management models which convert dairy waste into
biogas, compressed biogas (CBG), and organic fertilizers. During the
workshop, experts from National Dairy Development Board (NDDB),
industry, and global organizations will discuss ways to expand circular dairy
practices, explore financing options, carbon credit opportunities, and
waste-to-energy solutions. It will also highlight the role of advanced
technology in making dairy farming more efficient.

Delhi Assembly

Delhi Assembly will today resume discussion on CAG report on the
Performance Audit on Public Health Infrastructure and Management of
Health services' relating to the period of AAP led Delhi government. The



report had been tabled by Delhi Chief Minister Rekha Gupta in the
Assembly on 28th of February. The report covering the period from 2016-
17 to 2021-22, has highlighted underutilization of funds during the COVID
period, delays in project execution, and a shortage of drugs and staff in
city hospitals. The report also revealed that the previous government
utilized around 543 crore rupees out of nearly 788 crore received from the
Centre during the COVID period.

MUMBAI-SEBI

A special Anti-Corruption court in Mumbai has ordered the registration of a
First Information Report (FIR) against senior officials of the Securities and
Exchange Board of India (SEBI), including former SEBI Chairperson
Madhabi Puri Buch, in a case related to alleged stock market fraud and
regulatory violations. The order was issued by Special Judge SE Bangar
following a petition filed by Thane-based journalist Sapan Shrivastava. The
Court further stated that it would monitor the probe and also directed the
concerned authorities to submit a status report on the case The complaint
accuses SEBI officials of facilitating market manipulation and enabling
corporate fraud by allowing the listing of a company that did not meet the
prescribed norms. The petitioner claims that SEBI's failure to fulfil its
statutory duty led to financial fraud, insider trading, and the
misappropriation of public funds after the listing. Additionally, the Bombay
Stock Exchange (BSE) has also been implicated in the allegations.  In
light of the developments, SEBI issued a clarification, stating that the
officials against whom the FIR was ordered, including former Chairperson
Madhabi Puri Buch, three current Whole-Time Members of SEBI, and two
BSE officials, were not holding their respective positions at the relevant
time. The court allowed the application without issuing any notice or
granting SEBI the opportunity to present the facts on record. The
clarification further noted that SEBI would be initiating appropriate legal
steps to challenge this order and remains committed to ensuring regulatory
compliance in all matters.



NHRC-MEA PROGRAMME

National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) in partnership with the Ministry
of External Affairs will organise Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation
(ITEC) Executive Capacity Building Programme on human rights in New
Delhi. This six day programme for senior-level functionaries of the National
Human Rights Institutions (NHRIs) of Global South will commence
tomorrow. The programme aims to provide insights into various
dimensions of human rights, international perspectives and share the NHRC
experience to enhance awareness among participants of various NHRIs. It
seeks to strengthen South-South cooperation, enhance collaboration and
networking, and improve human rights protection mechanisms through
comprehensive capacity building and experience sharing. The programme
will be inaugurated by Chairperson of the NHRC Justice V.
Ramasubramanian. Nearly 47 participants from the NHRIs of 14 countries
of Global South are likely to attend this event. These countries include
Madagascar, Uganda, Samoa, Timor Leste, DR Congo, Togo, Mali, Nigeria,
Egypt, Tanzania, Mauritius, Burundi, Turkmenistan and Qatar. During this
programme, the participants will engage in lectures and interactive
sessions by eminent persons and practitioners in the field, cultural
immersion and field visits.

VICE PRESIDENT-KERALA VISIT

Vice President Jagdheep Dhankhar has said, Viksit Bharat is not a dream
now, it is our objective and country's youth will play a critical role in it. He
was delivering the fourth P. Parameswaran Memorial Lecture in
Thiruvananthapuram organised by Bharatheeya Vicharakendram today. Mr
Dhankhar said, everything that is happening in the country is making us
proud globally. He added, Bharat is the only democracy in the world that is
organised at the village level. The Vice President said, India is the fifth
largest global economy at the moment, and is on the way to becoming the
fourth largest global economy very soon. He said, along with enjoying
freedom of expression, we should focus on dialogue and reception of ideas
adding that ideological debates, brainstorming should dominate our
discourse and not violence.

REV INDIA POVERTY

India has witnessed a considerable decrease in poverty over the last
decade according to a new paper. The paper, published by economists
Surjit S Bhalla and Karan Bhasin, analysed data from recently released
household expenditure data for 2022-23 and 2023-24. Data from these
surveys indicate a substantial decline in poverty levels in India. The paper
claimed that extreme poverty in the country has dropped to negligible
levels. The paper also stated that there is strong evidence that India has
experienced a sharp reduction in inequality over the last twelve years from
2011-12 to 2023-24.
