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REV. KABADDI WORLD CUP

The Kabaddi World Cup 2025 is set to begin in England this evening. The
Indian Men's team will start their campaign against Italy at Wolverhampton. The



match will begin at 5:30 PM IST. The competition will span seven days with over
60 matches, taking place in Birmingham, Coventry, Walsall, and Wolverhampton -
in the West Midlands region of the United Kingdom. The men’s competition will
start with 10 teams split into two equal groups - A and B. India will compete in
Group B along with Italy, Scotland, Wales and China. On the other hand, women's
competition will be among six-teams with two groups - D and E. India will
compete in Group D along with Wales and Poland. This is the second edition of
the Kabaddi World Cup being hosted by World Kabaddi. At the inaugural edition
hosted by Malaysia in 2019, India won both the men’s and women’s crowns. Also,
this is first time the Kabaddi World Cup has been hosted outside of Asia.
Moreover, this Kabaddi World Cup is different from the one hosted by the
International Kabaddi Federation (IKF), whose all editions have been hosted in
India.

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NIRMALA-PMIS

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman is scheduled to launch a
dedicated app for the Prime Minister's Internship Scheme (PMIS) today. The
launch, aims to enhance participation by facilitating easier registration for the
second round of the scheme, which accepts applications until March 31. The app
seeks to address the challenge of limited computer access by leveraging the
widespread use of mobile phones, which offer a user-friendly alternative for many
applicants. In tandem with the app launch, a facilitation centre dedicated to PMIS
will be established in Kolkata. This centre is a collaborative effort between the



Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) and the Confederation of Indian Industry (CII).
The Cll, which operates 47 model career centres, will integrate PMIS cells to
mobilise candidates and provide necessary guidance.
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SC-RG KAR CASE

The Supreme Court is slated to hear today the matter where it has
taken suo moto cognisance of the rape and murder of a junior doctor at West
Bengal government-run R.G. Kar Medical College and Hospital in Kolkata. A Bench
of Chief Justice of India (CJI) Sanjiv Khanna and Justice Sanjay Kumar will resume
hearing the suo moto case today. In the previous hearing, the CJI Khanna-led
Bench directed hospitals and medical colleges across the country to not penalise
doctors and medical professionals, who participated in protests against the
ghastly rape and murder case, but had returned to their duty pursuant to the top
court’s appeal. In August last year, during the hearing on the suo moto case titled
‘Alleged rape and murder incident of a trainee doctor in R.G. Kar Medical College
and Hospital, Kolkata, and related issues’, the apex court had urged the protesting
medical fraternity to resume work at the earliest and assured them that no
adverse action would be taken against them for participating in protests.
Meanwhile, the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) is expected to file its
supplementary charge sheet at a special court in Kolkata this month, detailing the
different aspects of the evidence tampering angle.

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TRUMP-TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS

The Donald Trump administration is considering imposing a new travel
ban that could affect citizens from as many as 43 countries, including Pakistan,
Afghanistan, and Russia. A draft list of recommendations by security officials
proposes categorising countries into three groups -- Red, Orange, and Yellow -- to
restrict travel. Being placed on the Red List would mean a complete ban on
entering the United States. Pakistan and Russia are included in the "Orange List,"
which consists of 10 countries facing restricted travel rather than an outright ban.
Other countries in the "Orange List" include Myanmar, Belarus, Haiti, Laos,



Eritrea, Sierra Leone, South Sudan, and Turkmenistan. The draft also places 10
countries, including Afghanistan and Bhutan, on the Red List, meaning their
citizens could face a full visa suspension. The other countries on the Red List are
Cuba, Iran, Libya, North Korea, Somalia, Sudan, Syria, Venezuela and Yemen. The
proposal also includes a draft yellow list of 22 countries that would be given 60
days to clear up perceived deficiencies, with the threat of being moved onto one
of the other lists if they did not comply. That list includes Angola, Antigua and
Barbuda, Benin, Burkina Faso, Cambodia, Cameroon, Cape Verde, Chad, the
Republic of Congo, the Democratic Republic of Congo, Dominica, Equatorial
Guinea, Gambia, Liberia, Malawi, Mali, Mauritania, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia,
Sao Tome and Principe, Vanuatu and Zimbabwe.
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IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at
isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh. Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur
and Mizoram can experience thunderstorms and gusty winds today. According to
IMD, a gradual rise in maximum temperatures by 2 to 4 degrees Celsius is
expected over Northwest India during the next 3 to 4 days. The maximum
temperature is likely to hover around 32 degrees Celsius with the minimum
temperature at around 17 degrees Celsius. IMD Predicted, hot and humid
weather conditions at isolated places over Coastal Gujarat, Coastal Andhra
Pradesh and Yaman, North Interior Karnataka and Gangetic West Bengal.
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
