Dedicated to International Women’s Day being celebrated tomorrow, the
initiative aims to strengthen the response mechanism for victims of
violence against women as well as children. The 24x7 Women and Child
Helpline under the Government of India’s two missions, -‘Mission Shakti’
and ‘Mission Vatsalya’ -will serve as the backbone of the 'Project Hifazat.'

Punjab's Minister for Social Security, Women and Child Development,
Dr. Baljit Kaur informed that the project aims to eliminate the fear that
prevents women from reporting domestic violence, workplace harassment
or any other form of abuse. She urged all women to call helpline number
181 during any emergency situation.

'Project Hifazat' has been designed to streamline coordination
among different departments and agencies including police, ensuring
immediate support for victims. The Minister said that the helpline will
ensure access to both emergency and non-emergency services, providing
immediate assistance and guidance to women and children in distress.

REV. 26/11 PETITION REJECT: The US Supreme Court has rejected a
plea by Tahawwur Rana, an accused in the 26/11 Mumbai terror attacks,
seeking to block his extradition to India. Tahawwur Rana, a Canadian
national of Pakistani origin, had filed an Emergency Application
for Stay. He argued in his plea that his extradition to India would
violate the US law and the United Nations Convention Against
Torture. The plea cited medical records showing that he has
multiple acute and life-threatening diagnoses, including multiple
documented heart attacks, Parkinson's disease with cognitive
decline, a mass suggestive of bladder cancer, stage 3 chronic
kidney disease, a history of chronic asthma, and multiple Covid-19
infections.

Rana's extradition was cleared by US President Donald Trump last month.
In a joint press conference with Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Trump
announced that Rana’s extradition had been approved. He is wanted in
India for his involvement in the 2008 Mumbai terror attacks carried out by
Pakistan-based Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT) terrorists. Eight locations in Mumbai
were targeted by terrorists on 26 November 2008, which claimed the lives
of over 174 people. He also face charges in India for providing logistical
support to LeT. He was found guilty in the US for assisting the group, and
India has long sought his extradition. He is known to be associated with



Pakistani-American terrorist David Coleman Headley, one of the main
conspirators of the 26/11 attacks.
MAHA — HEATWAVE: IMD WEATHER

Indian Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast thunderstorms
accompanied with lightning at isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh,
Assam and Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Sikkim. According
to IMD, a gradual rise in maximum temperatures by 3 to 5 degrees Celsius
is expected over Northwest, Central India and Gujarat state during the next
3 to 4 days. IMD Predicted, hot and humid weather conditions at isolated
places over Konkan and Goa, Kerala and Mahe, Coastal Karnataka, coastal
Andhra Pradesh and Yanam.

Due to anticyclone system in Maharashtra, as an impact, Mumbai City is
expected to receive strong easterly winds. Shri Nitha Sasidharan, scientist
from IMD Mumbai, said that currently a system of anticyclone is gradually
setting in the Maharashtra region. Due to this system, the city is expected
to receive strong easterly winds from the interior parts of the country.
Since these easterlies are strong, they will delay the westerly winds, which
is the sea breeze, from setting in. This is expected to result in
temperatures to spike over 4 - 5 degrees above the normal. Indian
Metrological Department, Mumbai has predicted the temperature to soar
above 38 degrees from March 9 to March 10 in isolated pockets of Mumbai
and neighbouring districts of Thane and Raigad. IMD on Thursday issued
a heatwave warning in isolated pockets of Mumbai and its neighbouring
districts of Thane and Raigad on March 9 and 10. This is the second time in
the last two weeks that the IMD is issuing a heatwave alert in the city.

In badminton, India’s Ayush Shetty has advanced to Men's Singles
Quarterfinals of the Orleans Masters Super 300 in France. He will take on
Rasmus Gemke of Denmark in the quarterfinal this evening.

Gunawan, with a 21-17, 21-17 victory in the Pre-quarterfinal. Earlier in the

Another Indian shuttler, Kidambi Srikanth also lost to top-
seeded Malaysian and Paris Olympics bronze medallist Lee Zii Jia, 11-21,
17-21, in the same category.
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
