India continued its dominant run on the second day of the World Para Athletics
Grand Prix 2025, delivering several standout performances across multiple events at the
Jawaharlal Nehru Stadium in New Delhi yesterday. A report:

Rinku Hooda stole the spotlight in the men’s javelin throw F46

category, clinching gold with a throw of 60.26 meter. Ritender added another
gold for India in the men’s javelin F40/F41 category with a best throw of
30.33 meter. In the men'’s javelin F12/F37/F42/F43 combined category,
Indian athletes swept the podium. Pushpendra Singh led the charge with a
gold-winning throw of 57.57 meter, followed by Mohit who secured silver,
and Jaswant, who took bronze. India’s women athletes also impressed on




Day 2. In the women'’s javelin F34 category, Baghyashri Madhavrao Jadhav
secured gold with a throw of 12.73 meter. After two days of competition,

India leads the medal table with a total of 95 medals, including 33 gold, 29
silver, and 33 bronze.

On the other hand, in the Women's Premier League Cricket Mumbai
Indians will take on Gujarat Giants in the Eliminator match in Mumbai at
7:30 PM today. Delhi Capitals have already secured their place in the final of

AMIT SHAH - ASSAM & MIZORAM

Union Home Minister Amit Shah is scheduled to visit Assam on March 14-16
during which he will also pay a day-visit to Mizoram on March 15 to attend the shifting
programme of Assam Rifles bases from Aizawl to Zokhawsang. According to the official
statement, Mr. Shah will return to Guwahati after attending the function on the same
day. During his visit to Assam, the Union Home Minister is scheduled to attend multiple
programmes, including the annual conference of All Bodo Students Union (ABSU).

The Mizoram government and Assam Rifles had signed a formal agreement to
relocate the paramilitary force's bases from the heart of Aizawl to the designated
battalion complex at Zokhawsang. The agreement was signed on October 23 last year
in New Delhi. The agreement will come into effect in April and the country's oldest
paramilitary force will vacate its main barrack complex, AR ground or Lammual, unit
hospital, loch house, quarter guard and other establishments and lands in different
parts of the state capital and shift them to Zokhawsang. As per the agreement, Assam
Rifles will retain its 23 sector headquarter, Mizoram range in Aizawl's Khatla
neighbourhood and DIG residence near Raj Bhavan at Tuikhuahtlang area. The lands
and buildings vacated by the AR will be reserved for public use as per the Restriction of
Use of Transferred Land Act, 2022.

Mr. Shah will also hold a meeting with chief ministers of Northeastern states in
Guwahati on three new criminal laws on March 16.<><><>

NT. PAK MILLITANTS KILLED

In Pakistan, the standoff between the fighters of the Baloch
Liberation Army (BLA) and the Pakistani military after the massive attack
on Jaffar Express passenger train in Bolan district has reportedly finally
ended after more than 24 hours. Security sources confirmed that the
military operation to neutralise the attackers and rescue the hostages has



concluded and a clearance operation has been successfully conducted in
which at least 346 hostages have been rescued and around 50 attackers
neutralized. The train, on its way from Balochistan's capital Quetta to
Peshawar, the provincial capital of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, was hijacked by
BLA militants yesterday and over 400 people were taken as hostages. The
BLA separatist group had claimed responsibility for the attack, along with
multiple unverifiable claims of releasing all women and children, and
keeping over 200 hostages, who were working with the security forces.
The BLA also claimed to have killed at least 20 of the abducted security
personnel. <><><>
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
