Hundreds of bags of paddy
and maize kept at the market yard in Sangareddy soaked in rain, causing huge
losses to farmers. In the Kamareddy district, maize crops were inundated due to
unseasonal rain. The affected farmers have appealed to the government to come to

their rescue by compensating for the losses.
