Government officials,
rescue teams and special teams are working in coordination. Necessary
arrangements are being made keeping in mind the safety of the teams working
inside the tunnel. Disaster Management Special Chief Secretary Arvind Kumar,
Collector Badavath Santosh today reviewed the relief operations.
