PREZ- NAVAL TRAINEES 
 President Droupadi Murmu has said that at a time when global 

geopolitical tensions are rising, the countries are enhancing maritime cooperation 
and undertaking joint exercises. She said, with India acquiring a bigger role at 
global stage, the officers of Naval Material Management Service and Naval 
Armament Service would play an important role in supporting the Indian Navy. 
The President said this while interacting with the officer trainees of Indian Naval 
Material Management Service and Indian Naval Armament Service at Rashtrapati 
Bhavan today. 

 President Murmu advised officers to continuously update their 
knowledge about the latest technological developments happening around the 
globe. She also urged officers to dedicate themselves to the service of the nation 
and the Indian Navy.  

 
LS - RAILWAY 
      The Lok Sabha has taken up discussion on the Demands for Grants 

under the Ministry of Railways for 2025-26. Initiating the discussion, Varsha 
Gaikwad of Congress  has alleged that  this Union Budget is a failed budget. She 
questioned the government over passengers' amenities in railways and rail 
accidents in the country. The Congress leader attacked the Centre over the 
recent stampede incident at New Delhi railways station.  She accused the 
government of conspiring to privatise  the Indian Railways. Participating in the 
discussion, Satabadi Roy of TMC highlighted challenges faced by passengers 
while booking online rail tickets. She also criticized the government over the rail 
accidents in the country.    



Janardan Singh Sigriwal of BJP said the Union Budget has made an 
allocation of two lakh 65 thousand crore rupees to strengthen infrastructure and 
modernisation of railways as well as for safety and security of passengers. He 
said the government has plans to run 100 new Amrit Bharat trains, 50 Namo 
Bharat trains, and 200 Vande Bharat trains in the country.  Mr. Sigriwal added 
that the centre has taken several steps to improve the railways facilities and 
infrastructure in Bihar. He also highlighted that 12  Vande Bharat trains are being 
operated in the state. The BJP MP  said over three thousand kilometers rail track 
has been electrified in the state since 2014. The discussion is underway.  

 
RS-RAILWAYS 
 The Rajya Sabha today resumed discussion on the working of the 

Ministry of Railways. Sanjay Seth of BJP said, the Railways has witnessed 
transformative changes since 2014. He said, Indian Railways has now become 
the fourth largest rail network in the world. Mr. Seth said, the Railways stations 
are being designed parallel to Airports and it has set a new benchmark in 
sanitation. He added that over three lakh toilets have been built in the Rail 
coaches. He also lauded the Vande Bharat trains saying that it is providing a 
comfortable journey to passengers.

He said, along with 
Joint Exercises, Training, Port Visits, a roadmap will be prepared for mutual 
cooperation also in the defence industry. The Prime Minister said, it has been 
decided to initiate negotiations on a mutually beneficial Free Trade Agreement 
between the two countries which will boost the potential for mutual trade and 
investment. He said, along with coaching and exchange of players in sports, both 
also emphasized on cooperation in sports science, psychology and medicine. Mr 
Modi said, it has been decided to celebrate 100 years of sports relations between 



the two countries next year. He said, India shared its concerns regarding anti-
India activities by some unlawful elements in New Zealand and expressed 
confidence that India will continue to receive the support of the New Zealand 
government against all these illegal elements. The Prime Minister said, be it the 
Christchurch terror attack of  2019 or the Mumbai attack 2008, terrorism in any 
form is unacceptable. He said, strict action is necessary against those guilty of 
terror attacks. Mr Modi said, India and New Zealand will continue to cooperate 
against terrorist, separatist and radical elements.  He said,  both sides support a 
Free, Open, Secure, and Prosperous Indo-Pacific and believe in the policy of 
development, not expansionism. 

 In his statement, Mr Luxon said, both sides looking forward 
to achieve mutually beneficial Free Trade Agreement. He said, New 
Zealand will increase its diplomatic presense in India.

 In inaugural match of the event, England defeated Hungary 101-25. 
 The first to be held outside Asia, the competition will span seven 
days with over 60 matches, taking place in Birmingham, Coventry, Walsall, 
and Wolverhampton - in the West Midlands region of the United Kingdom. 
The men’s competition will start with 10 teams split into two equal groups - 
A and B. India will compete in Group B along with Italy, Scotland, Wales 
and China. On the other hand, women's competition will be among six-
teams with two groups - D and E. India will compete in Group D along with 
Wales and Poland.  
 This is the second edition of the Kabaddi World Cup being hosted by 
World Kabaddi. At the inaugural edition hosted by Malaysia in 2019, India 
won both the men’s and women’s crowns.
