BRS: The main Opposition Bharat Rashtra Samiti (BRS) expressed doubts over
the government’s sincerity in taking up major works including the Regional Ring
Road (RR). BRS member and former R&B Minister Vemula Prashanth Reddy said
in the Assembly during a debate today, that the government had allocated 5,935
crore rupees budget for R&B department for 2025-26 of which, works component



constituted 4,935 crore rupees. He said while the requirement is in excess of
16,200 crore rupees, the government had allocated 4,935 crore rupees leaving a
huge deficit of 12,000 crore rupees. The development came at a time when the
ongoing works were progressing at a snail’s pace because of the pending bills. He
expressed concern that 1,525 crore rupees was allocated for Regional Ring Road
(RRR) in the current year’s (2024-25) budget, but not a single rupee was released.
R&B Minister Komatireddy Venkat Reddy replying to the former ministers doubts
criticised the BRS claiming that the main Opposition had no moral right to speak
about the RRR as “they have sold the ORR just ahead of the previous elections”.
He said BRS government focused mainly on developing roads in Siddipet, Sircilla
and Gajwel constituencies (represented by T. Harish Rao, K.T. Rama Rao and K.
