ORR:Toll charges on Hyderabad Outer Ring Road have been increased. The
increased charges will come into effect from tomorrow (April 1). Car, jeep and
light vehicles have been increased by Rs.10 paise per kilometer. As a result, this
charge has been increased from Rs.2.34 to Rs. increased to 2.44. For mini bus and
LCVs, the fare has been increased from Rs.3.77 to Rs.3.94 per kilometer. For 2

axle buses, the fare has been increased from Rs.6.69 to Rs.7 per km. For heavy

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TGIIC: The Telangana State Industrial Infrastructure Corporation (TGIIC) has
clarified that the 400-acre land in Kanch Gachibowli, Hyderabad, belongs to the
government and not to the Central University. TGIIC stated that the government
reclaimed this land through legal proceedings, which was previously allotted to a
private company 21 years ago. According to a survey, not a single inch of the land
belongs to the Central University. TGIIC further confirmed that there are no lakes
on the land designated for development, and the new development plans will not
harm any natural rock formations. It accused certain political leaders of misleading
students and spreading false information, including claims that the land is forest
property. The corporation emphasized that the 400 acres are recorded as
government land in revenue records, and no lakes, such as Buffalo Lake or
Peacock Lake, exist in the area.(DESK) 12
