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CM: Chief Minister A. Revanth Reddy has called upon all the political parties to
join hands in the fight against the Central Government’s reported moves to
increase the number of Lok Sabha constituencies through delimitation on the basis
of population. He said the Southern States will stand to lose if the Centre is
allowed to proceed with its move. As against the 24% representation in the Lok
Sabha at present, the percentage of the Southern States will come down to 19% if
the delimitation is carried out on the basis of population, the Chief Minister said
while expressing worry. He said the delimitation of the constituencies will enable
the Centre to take any decision without the consent of the Southern States. The
Chief Minister was speaking in the Assembly today during the passage of a
resolution on delimitation issue expressing deep concern over the manner in which
the impending delimitation exercise was planned without any consultations with
the stakeholders. The resolution urged the Centre to ensure that the delimitation



exercise was carried out transparently after extensive consultations with all the
State Governments, all political parties and other stakeholders.

KISHAN REDDY: State BJP president and Union Minister of Coal and Mines G.
Kishan Reddy urged Chief Minister Revanth Reddy to declare the 400 acres of
government land at Kancha Gachibowli in Serlingampally mandal in Rangareddy
district and also surrounding 800 acres as a national park. In a letter to the Chief
Minister today, a copy of which was released to the media, the BJP leader urged
Revanth Reddy to halt the auction of the land, to protect environment and public
places. He pointed out that greenery is fast vanishing from the capital region as
also public places, playgrounds, parks and others for various reasons.

During a debate on the Telangana Transplantation of
Human Organs Bill, the Minister emphasised the importance of adopting and
implementing the Transplantation of Human Organs & Tissues Act, 2011 to
streamline organ donation and transplantation procedures in the State. He noted
that the Central Government first introduced the Transplantation of Human Organs
Act in 1994, followed by an amendment in 2011 expanding scope to include tissue
transplantation. The Minister reiterated organ and tissue collection and storage
centres will be established to enhance transparency and efficiency in organ
donation process.

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SLBC: Rescue operations are in full swing at the SLBC tunnel accident site with
specialized teams working around the clock to locate the trapped workers. The
accident, which occurred on February 22, left eight workers stranded inside the
tunnel. So far, the bodies of two victims have been extricated and handed over to
their families. Authorities are making determined efforts to expedite the rescue of
the remaining six workers trapped in the tunnel. A review meeting was held today
as senior officials of the rescue teams discussed strategies to enhance the pace of
the mission. Addressing the meeting, Special officer appointed to oversee rescue
operation Shivshankar Loteti stated that rescue teams from both Central and State
governments have been relentlessly working for the past 34 days, with 600
personnel deployed in three shifts daily.
