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DEATH SENTENCE: The Nalgonda SC/ST District Sessions Court today
delivered the final verdict in the sensational Perumalla Pranay honour killing case.
The court awarded death sentence to A2 Subhash Sharma, who played a key role in
the murder, while the remaining accused were handed over life imprisonment. The
verdict was issued under Sections 302, 120B, 109 IPC, the SC/ST Atrocities Act,
and the Indian Arms Act, 1959. Pranay was murdered on September 14, 2018,
while returning from a hospital with his pregnant wife, Amrutha. The attack was
orchestrated by Amrutha’s father, Maruthi Rao who hired a terrorist Asghar Alj, to
carry out the killing of Pranay who belonged to scheduled caste. The trial, which
lasted nearly six years. The prime accused, Maruthi Rao (Al), died by suicide in
March 2020. The court, considering all evidence, sentenced A2 Subhash Sharma to
death, while A3 Asghar Ali and others received life imprisonment. PTC/NLG12

LS- GRANTS: Union Government today sought Parliament’s nod to spend net
additional 51 thousand 462 crore rupees in the current financial year. The second
batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants was tabled by Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharaman in the Lok Sabha on the first day of the second part of the
Budget Session. The gross additional spending sought by the government is over
six lakh 78 thousand 508 crore rupees of which six lakh 27 thousand 44 crore
rupees will be matched by savings and receipts. The additional expenditure
includes 12 thousand crore rupees towards fertiliser subsidy and 13 thousand 449
crore rupees towards pension for government employees, including for the Unified
Pension Scheme. The total spending also includes defence pension of eight
thousand 476 crore rupees and five thousand 322 crore rupees to the Department of
Telecommunications among other demands. NSD 12
