CHAMPIONS TROPHY

In ICC Champions Trophy, India will take on New Zealand at the Dubai
International Cricket Stadium today. The match will begin at 2.30 PM IST.
Both teams have already secured a spot in the semifinals from Group A.
However, the match is crucial as it will determine the group leader. The
winner will face Australia in the semifinals on Tuesday, while the losing team
will take on South Africa on Wednesday. Meanwhile, South Africa stormed
into the semifinals of Champions Trophy after a commanding seven-wicket
victory over England in Karachi last night. With this win, the Proteas not only
sealed their spot in the final four but also finished as table toppers above
Australia in Group B. They now join India, New Zealand, and Australia in the
semifinals. Earlier, England won the toss and opted to bat first. However, the
decision proved wrong as they struggled right from the start. They lost the
wicket of opener Philip Salt on the last ball of the very first over. England
couldn't make a comeback after that as wickets tumbled at regular intervals.
Joe Root was the top scorer for England with 37 runs. On the other hand,
Marco Jansen and Wiaan Mulder ran through the English batting lineup,
claiming three wickets each, and folded England for just 179 in 38.2 overs. In
response, South Africa comfortably chased down the target, reaching 181 for
three in just 29.1 overs. Although they lost Tristan Stubbs early, Rassie van
der Dussen remained composed and finished unbeaten on 72 runs, guiding
the Proteas to victory. Heinrich Klaasen contributed with 64 runs. With this
result, South Africa, with 5 points, and Australia, with 4 points, have booked
their semifinal berths. Meanwhile, England exits the tournament without a
single win in their three matches.
