EVE CHHATTISGARH ENCOUNTER

In Chhattisgarh, 24 Maoists were killed in two different incidents today.
A jawan of District Reserve Guard - DRG was martyred in an encounter with
Maoists. In Bijapur district of Bastar division, the security forces had received
intelligence inputs that Maoists were present in the forests situated at the
border area of the Bijapur and Dantewada district. After this intelligence
input, a joint team of security forces went out on a search operation. Since
this morning, there was intermittent firing between the security forces and
the Maoists in Gangaloor area.

So far, the bodies of 20 Maoists were recovered from the spot. Apart
from this, large number of automatic weapons and explosive materials have
also been recovered from the spot. Search operation is still going on in the
area. In another operation in Kanker district of Chhattisgarh, four Maoists
were killed in an exchange of fire between security forces and Maoists.

The Election Commission has said, it has charted out bold steps to
strengthening election processes in the last one month. The commission said
in a statement released today that it has planned continuous digital training
for capacity augmentation of nearly one crore election officials. These steps
include the participation of Political parties through nearly five thousand
all-party meetings with Election authorities at Electoral Registration Officers



(ERO), District Election Officer (DEO) and Chief Election Officer (DEO) levels.

The commission said, within a month of assuming the charge as the
26th Chief Election Commissioner (CEC), Gyanesh Kumar along with Election
Commissioners, Dr. Sukhbir Singh Sandhu and Dr. Vivek Joshi has put the
entire election machinery right up to the BLO level for promoting participation
of all electors. The Commission also resolved to remove duplicate voter IDs
countrywide and end a decades-long issue within 3 months. The Poll body
added that technical consultations between the Unique Identification
Authority of India and experts of Election Commission will begin soon. The
commission added that during the interaction with the political parties
clarified that any inclusion or deletion of names in electoral rolls is governed
by the process of appeals under relevant legal provisions for filing claims and

objections.
