Mr
Modi added that in the past 10 years, production has increased from 265
million tonnes to over 330 million tonnes. He said that Horticulture production
has exceeded 350 million tonnes. Mr Modi said that this has become possible
through the Government's initiatives like the 'Beej Se Bazar Tak' program.

EVE. HM-MANIPUR MEETING

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today reviewed the security situation in
Manipur and directed to ensure free movement of people on all routes in the
state from 8th of March. Chairing the high level meeting on the security
situation in the presence of Manipur Governor Ajay Kumar Bhalla in New
Delhi, Mr Shah directed to take strict action against those creating
obstructions on the roads. Mr Shah directed that the fencing work on both
sides of the designated entry points along Manipur's international border
should be completed at the earliest. He said, to make Manipur drug-free,
the entire network involved in the drug trade should be dismantled.During
the meeting, Mr Shah said that the Narendra Modi government remains
fully committed to restoring lasting peace in Manipur and is providing all
necessary assistance in this regard. Home Secretary Govind Mohan, Director
of Intelligence Bureau Tapan Kumar Deka and other senior officials were
present during the meeting. This is the first such meeting after the imposition
of the President's rule in the state last month.
