The Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12 noon following protests by
DMK and Congress MPs over remarks by Education Minister Dharmendra
Pradhan on the PM SHRI scheme. During the Question Hour, DMK MP T
Sumathy alias Thamizhachi Thangapandian raised the issue of fund
allocation to Tamil Nadu. Responding to it, Mr Pradhan alleged that the
DMK is not committed to the students of Tamil Nadu and they are ruining the
future of students. He also accused the ruling party in the state of doing
politics. Following his remarks, the members from DMK and Congress
trooped into the well raising slogans. Amid noisy scenes, Speaker Om Birla
repeatedly urged them to allow the House to function but they continued with
their protest. The Speaker tried to run the Question Hour amid ruckus. Later,
he adjourned the House till 12 Noon.

In the Rajya Sabha, members from Congress, TMC, DMK, Samajwadi
Party and others staged a walkout over the alleged issuance of duplicate
voter IDs and other issues. Leader of the House JP Nadda accused the
opposition of adopting an irresponsible approach. He said the government is
ready for discussion on any issue.

RS - RAILWAY AMENDMENT BILL

Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw today moved the Railways
(Amendment) Bill 2024 in Rajya Sabha for consideration and Passing. The bill
seeks to amend the Railways Act 1989 and intended to enhance the power of
the Railways Board and enhance the functioning and independence of the
body. Moving the Bill, Mr Vaishnav said that through this Bill all the provisions
in the Indian Railway Board Act, 1905 are proposed to be incorporated in the
Railways Act, 1989. Lok Sabha has already given its nod to this Railways
(Amendment) Bill 2024.

Initiating the discussion, Vivek K Tankha of Congress said that Indian
railways carry not only just passengers but the hopes, dreams and struggle of
billions of people. He said, for the growth of the railways it is necessary to
grant full autonomy to the Railway board and railway should become a
transparent organisation. Mr Tankha also demanded to restore the subsidies
in Railways for senior citizens and journalists.

Supporting the Bill, BJP MP Subhash Barala said, the aim of this bill is to
make the administrative functioning of Railways more smooth, transparent
and accountable. He said, the bill intends to grant legal backing to the railway
board which will bring comprehensive changes in the railway.

Sushmita Dev of Trinamool Congress said the priority of the
government should ensure safety and security of passengers. The discussion
is underway.
