The visit of Union Home Minister Amit Shah will hold
great significance and historical importance as it would fulfill the long cherished
dreams of the Mizo people in relocating Assam Rifles from Aizawl city to
Zokhawsang, which is about 15kms from the state capital Aizawl. The Mizo people
have been demanding shifting of Assam Rifles bases to a new location since 1988.

India's foreign exchange

India's foreign exchange reserves surged by 15.26 billion dollars, reaching over
653.96 billion dollars in the week ending March 7, bolstered by the Reserve Bank
of India’s (RBI) currency swap operations last month. According to the Weekly
Statistical Supplement released by the RBI, Foreign currency assets, a major
component of the reserves, were up by over 13.93 billion dollars to over 557.28
billion dollars. During the last week, gold reserves rose by 1 billion dollars,
totaling over 74.32 billion dollars.

UKRAINE CEASEFIRE DISCUSSION: US President Donald Trump has
lauded his discussions with Russian President Vladimir Putin regarding a US-
proposed ceasefire in Ukraine as good and productive. This comes after Putin and
US envoy Steve Witkoff met in Moscow on Thursday evening, after which the
Kremlin said it shared the US's cautious optimism over a peace process. Trump, in
a social media post, expressed hope, stating that there is a very good chance that
this horrible, bloody war can finally come to an end. Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelensky, however, accused Putin of trying to drag out talks to
continue the war. While Prime Minister of the United Kingdom, Keir Starmer said
the Russian president could not be allowed to play games with ceasefire proposals.
Earlier this week, Ukraine accepted the US-proposed ceasefire deal, which Russia
is yet to agree to.
