CRICKET CT FINAL - IND VS NZ (TARGET)

In Cricket, New Zealand set a target of 252 for India in the summit
clash of the ICC Champions Trophy 2025 in Dubai. Opting to bat in spin-
friendly conditions, New Zealand managed to score 251 for 7 in their
allotted 50 overs. Michael Bracewell scored an unbeaten 51 off 39
deliveries for the Black Caps. For India, Varun Chakaravarthy and Kuldeep
Yadav picked up two wickets each.

The Black Caps got off to a flying start, but Indian spinners pulled
things back by taking wickets at regular intervals. Varun got the
breakthrough wicket for Men in Blue, dismissing Will Young, who was given
out LBW. Later, Kuldeep struck immediately, taking the crucial wicket of
Rachin Ravindra, the tournament’s double-centurion, with a googly on the
very first ball of his spell. He then backed it up by dismissing former New
Zealand skipper Kane Williamson, who was caught and bowled. Ravindra
Jadeja joined the party, trapping Tom Latham LBW. Varun then clean
bowled Glenn Phillips when New Zealand were looking to up the ante. For
New Zealand, Daryl Mitchell steadied New Zealand innings by scoring a
crucial half-century. But Mohammed Shami got the better of him in the
death overs. New Zealand skipper Mitchell Santner got run out while
looking for a quick-double.

The pitch is on the slower side, with the ball gripping and stopping,



making it challenging for batters to play across the line. It could be a tricky
chase for India, given that New Zealand also has skilled spinners.

New Zealand have made one change to their playing XI, bringing in
Nathan Smith in place of the injured Matt Henry, while India have fielded
the same playing XI from their semifinal victory.

India are aiming for its third Champions Trophy title, having
previously won the tournament in 2002 and 2013.

AUSTRALIA STORM
In Australia, one person has drowned, and 13 soldiers have been
injured as the downgraded Tropical Cyclone Alfred continues to batter the

country's east coast, leaving more than 300,000 people without power.



Originally a Category 2 cyclone, Alfred weakened into a tropical low
but still brought heavy rain and strong winds, triggering severe flood
warnings and widespread disruptions after making landfall yesterday.
Meteorologists have warned that further heavy rainfall could lead to flash
flooding, particularly in Brisbane, the capital of Queensland.

Emergency services reported knee-high floodwaters in affected areas,
prompting multiple rescues. Authorities have also ordered around 1,000

state schools to remain closed as a precaution.
