TELENGANA MLC BYE ELECTION

In a setback to the ruling Congress party in Telangana, the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) wrested Medak-Nizamabad-Adilabad-Karimnagar
graduates’ segment MLC seat. BJP candidate Chinnamail Anji Reddy emerged
the winner by over 5,000 votes over his nearest competitor V. Narender
Reddy of the Congress party during the counting of second preference votes.
At the end of the counting, Anji Reddy polled 97,880 votes. Narender Reddy
finished second while Prasanna Harikrishna of the Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP)
was in third place. Out of 56 candidates, 53 were already eliminated in the
second preference round. The counting of second-preference votes was
taken up after no winner emerged in the first-preference votes. The MLC
election was held on February 27 in the preferential voting system through
ballot papers. The seat was held by senior Congress leader and former
minister T. Jeevan Reddy. BJP won two out of three MLC seats for which
elections were held on February 27. BJP-backed candidate Malka Komaraiah
won the election from Medak-Nizamabad-Adilabad-Karimnagar teachers’
constituency.

Meanwhile, Union Minister for Coal and Mines and state BIP president
G. Kishan Reddy has congratulated Anji Reddy on winning graduates’ seat.
He said that the youth of Telangana have reposed their trust in the
developmental politics of BJP and the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi. This is yet another testament to the growing popularity of BIP in
Telangana, he added. Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Bandi Sanjay
Kumar celebrated BJ]P’s victory in Karimnagar. He said that the Congress
government’s countdown has started. Bandi Sanjay said, Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi and others have been expressing doubts about EVMs but the
BJP has won the elections held through ballot papers.

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar has said that the US
administration under President Donald Trump is moving towards
multipolarity which suits India's interests. Dr Jaishankar said that the United
States' foreign policy shift under President Trump was expected and it suits
India in many ways. External Affairs Minister was addressing a session titled
'India’s rise and role in the world' at the Chatham House think tank in London
yesterday evening. Dr Jaishankar is on a six-day visit to the UK and Ireland.
Citing the shifting geopolitical order, energy, tech and connectivity initiatives,
External Affairs Minister said that several priorities of US President and his
administration are promising for India. On the issue of tariffs, he noted that
Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal is currently in Washington to
discuss a bilateral trade pact.

Responding to a question on resolving issues in Kashmir, Dr Jaishankar
said removing Article 370 was step number one, restoring growth and
economic activity and social justice in Kashmir was step number two, and
holding elections with a very high turnout was step number three. He said,
India is waiting for the return of the stolen part of Kashmir which is under
illegal Pakistani occupation. When that is done, Kashmir issue will be solved,
he said.

On China, Dr Jaishankar noted some positive movement since October
2024, including the opening of the Mount Kailash pilgrimage route in Tibet.

CRICKET- ICC CHAMPIONS TROPHY

In the ICC Champions Trophy 2025, New Zealand set up the summit
clash with India after beating South Africa by 50 runs in the 2nd semifinal at
Gaddafi Stadium in Lahore last night. Chasing the highest-ever target of 363
runs in the tournament's history set by New Zealand, South Africa managed
to score 312 for 9 in the stipulated 50 overs. For South Africa, David Miller
remained unbeaten with 100 runs, followed by Rassie van der Dussen 69 runs
and skipper Temba Bavuma 56 runs. For New Zealand, skipper Mitchell
Santner scalped 3 wickets while Matt Henry and Glenn Phillips took 2 wickets
each. Earlier, opting to bat first, New Zealand piled up 362 runs for six wickets
in the stipulated 50 overs. Rachin Ravindra and Kane Williamson struck
centuries. Ravindra scored 108 off 101 balls, while Williamson made 102 off
94. For South Africa, Lungi Ngidi took three wickets, while Kagiso Rabada
claimed two, and Wiaan Mulder picked up one. Rachin Ravindra was declared
Player of the Match. On Tuesday, India stormed into the final of the
tournament, beating Australia by four wickets in the first semi-final in Dubai.
