GOVT - MSME

The government has notified significant revisions to turnover and
investment criteria for classifying MSMEs that will take effect from April 1.
Micro, small and medium enterprises (MSMEs) with investments up to 2.5
crore rupees will now be classified as micro enterprises, from the previous
threshold of 1 crore rupees. The turnover limit has been revised from 5
crore rupees to 10 crore rupees.

Units with investments up to 25 crore rupees will be classified as
small enterprises, from the earlier 10 crore rupees. The turnover limit for
such enterprises has been doubled from 50 crore rupees to 100 crore
rupees. MSMEs with investments up to 125 crore rupees will how be
classified as medium enterprises, from the earlier limit of 50 crore rupees.
For medium enterprises, the turnover limit has been doubled to 500 crore
rupees. During her budget speech, Union Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman had announced new classification criteria for MSMEs, with



investment and turnover limits for the classifications proposed to be
increased to 2.5 times and two times, respectively.

ZELENSKY MILITARY CABINET

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky today held a meeting of the
military cabinet in Kharkiv. According to media reports, the situation on the
frontlines and preparations for a meeting with the US in Saudi Arabia were

CANADA SNAP ELECTION

New Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney has called for a snap
election for April 28. Prime Minister Carney said, he has called for a snap
election in order to ensure that his country gets a government with a
stronger mandate than the Liberal Party currently has. This is important
keeping in mind the trade war with neighbouring United States and
President Trump's repeated threat to annexe Canada to make it the 51st
state of the US - which Canadians outrightly reject. Mr Carney said, he has
requested the Governor General to dissolve parliament and call an election
for April 28 and she has agreed. During the sudden announcement, the
Prime Minister said that Donald Trump wants to break Canada so America
can own it. But Canada will not let that happen. Claiming that the threat is
serious, he said, to take bold decisions, his country must aim to provide a
stronger mandate.

It has been just over one week that Mr Carney's predecessor, Justin
Trudeau stepped down due to mounting pressure from within his party as
well as Canada's opposition, led by Pierre Poilievre. Mr Carney and an
entirely new cabinet were sworn in on March 14.

The Liberal Party, which has been in power for a decade, had slid
into deep unpopularity over Justin Trudeau's leadership. Prime Minister
Carney, who replaced Trudeau as prime minister and party leader, will now
hope to capitalise on the wave of patriotism across the nation due to
Trump's takeover threats.

In the IPL T20, Chennai Super Kings defeated Mumbai Indians by 4
wickets at the MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai last night. Chasing a
modest target of 156 set by Mumbai Indians, Chennai Super Kings rode on
a match-winning unbeaten 65 by Rachin Ravindra and a fiery 53 by skipper
Ruturaj Gaikwad to seal the win in 19.1 overs. Sent in to bat first, Mumbai
Indians faced a dismal start as Rohit Sharma was dismissed for a four-ball
duck by Khaleel Ahmed followed by quick dismissals of Ryan Rickelton and
Will Jacks. With the faltering of the top order, stand-in captain Suryakumar
Yadav (29) and Tilak Varma (31) managed to stabilise the innings with a
51-run partnership. The turning point came when debutant Noor Ahmad
wreaked havoc with his mystery spin, taking 4 wickets for 18 runs and
dismantling Mumbai Indians's middle order. Khaleel Ahmed also impressed
with the figures of 3 wickets for 29 runs. Deepak Chahar’s 28 not out off
15 balls pushed Mumbai Indians to a somewhat competitive score of 155
for 9. In response, Chennai Super Kings' chase was made little easy by
Rachin Ravindra with an unbeaten score of 65 runs and Ruturaj Gaikwad
who made 53 runs. For Mumbai Indians Vignesh Puthur took three wickets
while Deepak Chahar and Will Jacks took one wicket each. Noor Ahmad
was declared Player of the Match.
