FUR. REV. LS-IMMIGRATION BILL

The Lok Sabha has passed the Immigration and Foreigners
Bill, 2025. The Bill is intended to modernise the immigration laws
and it has provisions to confer upon the Central Government
certain powers with regard to passports, travel documents, visa
and registration. The legislation has been brought to avoid
multiplicity and overlapping of laws. Replying to a debate on the
Bill, Home Minister Amit Shah said, the bill holds significance for
strengthening national security, ensuring global standards of
Indian universities and building foundations for research and
development and manufacturing among others. He said, India is a
geo-cultural, not a geo-political country. The Home Minister said,
India has a long history of welcoming and protecting immigrants.
He said, due to past invasions, many Persian refugees who
migrated to India are safe. Mr Shah said, India has been a
sanctuary for the world’s smallest minorities, offering them a
place to live with dignity. He said, Jews from Israel sought refuge
in India and found safety. Mr Shah said, under the leadership of



Prime Minister Narendra Modi and even now, the government has
continued to provide refuge to communities from neighboring
countries. He said, with the Citizenship Amendment Act, six
persecuted communities are now living safely in India. The Home
Minister said, people who come to India to contribute to the
country's economy and growth are always welcomed. He said,
individuals coming to India not for shelter but with selfish
motives have also increased. Mr Shah said, but whether it is the
Rohingyas or Bangladeshis, if they are coming to disrupt peace,
strict action will be taken. He said, immigration is not an isolated
issue. The Home Minister said, for the security of the country, the
Government must know who is entering the country, for how long
and for what reasons. He said, these concepts are not new, such
rights have been mentioned in various laws and the government
has now integrated them. Mr Shah said, with the Immigration and
Foreigners Bill, the government will establish a detailed and
structured system to track every foreigner entering the country.
He said, this will help in developing the nation and monitor those
coming for business. The Home Minister said, it will also allow the
government to keep a sharp eye on individuals who may pose a
threat to the security.

NEW RS-FINANCE BILL

The Parliamentary approval for the Union Budget 2025-26
was completed today with the Rajya Sabha returning the Finance
Bill, 2025 and the Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2025 to the Lok
Sabha after discussion. With this the budgetary exercise for 2025-
26 has been completed. The Lok Sabha had cleared the Finance
Bill 2025 on Tuesday. The Finance Bill seeks to give effect to the
financial proposals of the Central Government for the financial
year 2025-2026. The Finance Bill has already been passed in Lok
Sabha.

Replying to the discussion in the House on the Finance Bill,
2025 and the Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2025, Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharaman said the purpose of the Finance Bill 2025 is to
bring tax certainty, promote ease of business and honour the
Indian tax payers. She said the new Income Tax slabs have
brought in simplification.

Ms Sitharaman said the Finance Bill proposes to remove
certain customs tariff rates for industrial goods. She said many
Indian exports will become more competitive. She also informed
that Budget after Budget, the government is reducing duty to
meet the country's aspiration of becoming a manufacturing hub



for batteries.

The Finance Minister said another major highlight of the
Finance Bill is rationalisation of Tax Deducted at Source TDS
rates. She added that the requirement for Tax Collected at Source
TCS in respect of sale of goods is proposed to be completely done
away with. She stated that these kinds of steps help the tax
assessee and those who collect the tax.

In the Indian Premier League, Lucknow Super Giants defeated
Sunrisers Hyderabad by five wickets at the Rajiv Gandhi International
Stadium in Hyderabad last night. Chasing a target of 191 runs set by
Hyderabad, Lucknow reached 193 for 5 in just 16.1 overs. Nicholas Pooran
scored the highest for Lucknow, scoring 70 runs from 26 balls, while
Mitchell Marsh contributed 52 runs off 31 balls. For Hyderabad, skipper Pat
Cummins took two wickets.

Earlier, send in to bat first, Hyderabad posted 190 runs for the loss of
9 wickets in the stipulated 20 overs. Travis Head top-scored for Hyderabad
with 47 runs off 28 balls, while Aniket Verma played a quick cameo, scoring
36 runs from just 13 balls. For Lucknow, Shardul Thakur scalped four
wicket for which he was declared Player of the Match.

J&K - ENCOUNTER - KATHUA
In Jammu and Kashmir, three terrorists were killed while an equal
number of security forces personnel lost their lives in an encounter in



Sufain forest area of Juthana in Kathua district last night. Four other
security personnel, including a Deputy Superintendent of Police (DySP) and
one para commando sustained injuries. They were taken to hospitals, with
one officer sent to GMC Jammu, another to GMC Kathua, and the para
commando airlifted to the Military Hospital in Pathankot.

The encounter began early yesterday morning after security forces,
conducting a search operation, re-established contact with a group of
terrorists in the Sufain forest area. Three terrorists have been killed,
though their bodies have not been recovered. Reinforcements were sent to
the area, and the security personnel came under heavy fire from the
terrorists.

The encounter site is about 30 kilometers from where five terrorists
were first spotted on March 23 near Sanyal village along the International
Border in Hiranagar sector. After that sighting, a Cordon and Search
Operation was launched, but the terrorists managed to escape after a
gunfight. Since then, a multi-layer combing operation has been ongoing.
The Director General of Police (DGP) Nalin Prabhat and other senior
officers are monitoring the operation closely.
